SNAPSHOTS OF THE FOREIGN PRESS: A STUDY OF NEWS TRANSLATION
FROM ENGLISH TO FRENCH IN «COURRIER INTERNATIONAL»

The translation of media and internet content, as E. Bielsa and S. Bassnett have
pointed out in their publication, «Translation in Global News», is a relatively unexplored
area in translation studies [1]. It is also one which can provide a fresh and challenging
perspective in the field and which can bring into question established notions, such as
that of equivalence, authorship and ideas of «faithfulness» to the source text.

Many scientists have been interested in translating news, especially given the new
digital age. For example, we can name L.Davier [4], L. van Doorslaer, P.Flynn and
J.Leerssen [5], D.Katan [6] and others.

The French weekly newspaper, «Courrier international», which has a circulation of
212,273 [2], marks itself out from its competitors by claiming to take a uniquely
international stance on world affairs. What differentiates it from other newspapers is the
fact that its articles are French translations of a selection of the foreign press in Europe,
North and South America, Africa, Asia and the Middle East. According to its website,
«Courrier international» «propose a ses lecteurs une sélection du meilleur de la presse
étrangere, traduit en frangais» [offers its readers a selection of the best of the foreign
press, translated into French][3]. The website further states that «Courrier
internationaly «suit I'actualité francaise et étrangére, cherche a I'anticiper et offre a ses
lecteurs, par la confrontation des points de vue, une ouverture pertinente sur la
complexité et la diversité du monde» [follows French and foreign news, seeks to
anticipate it and offers its readers, through the confrontation of points of view, a
relevant opening on the complexity and diversity of the world] [3].

The newspaper makes consequently a claim to a certain objectivity and
transparency by eliminating its own role in interpreting news in order to present the
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perspectives of various foreign-language newspapers. The result, the above quote
claims, is a more nuanced view of world affairs.

Thus, through a study of the mechanisms behind the media and news agencies, as
well as an examination of a selection of «Courrier international» articles in the light of
certain translation theories, we shall seek to uncover the extent to which this
newspaper truly provides an unfiltered representation of the Anglophone media to its
French readership. An examination of this explicit case of translated news will bring the
crucial role of translation in generating and shaping news in all media forms into
sharper focus.
