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ALARMING SHORT-TERM TRENDS
FOR THE COMMON BREEDING BIRDS IN LATVIA

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Latvian breeding bird survey, established as a countrywide scheme in 2005, provides
annual indices and population trends for more than 100 common bird species. Since
the beginning of the programme, an overwhelming majority of species have shown
either stable, increasing or uncertain trends. Only 14 out of 72 species with statistically
clear trends show declines. Analysis of the values of trend slopes for the whole
period (2005-2019) weighted by their standard errors showed no significant diffe-
rences between trends of species of different habitats or traits such as wintering,
feeding or nesting strategies, and specialisation. However, among the farmland birds,
the trends of open-field species were significantly lower than trends of tree or shrub
edge species regardless of their migration and feeding strategies. The trends of species
associated with human dwellings and urban environment are significantly higher
than the trends of any other species groups.

However, within the last 5-7 years, population development for many species
have changed, and their short-term (5-year: 2014-2019) trends have become negative.
Out of 32 species with statistically clear short-term trends, 22 are significantly
declining, and only four are increasing. In the majority of 77 species with “uncertain”
short-term trends the trend value is negative. Analysis of these short-term trends
showed that they were best explained by species wintering strategies, with Africa-
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
