LIFE SKILLS IN ENGLISH

A modern specialist needs to be mastered by some key competencies especially the ability to
speak a foreign language. It is necessary to develop life skills at Universities through English
learning.

There are several ways to classify these necessary life skills; one of the most popular is the
so-called “Seven Cs” — all of which can be developed by learning English. Here they are:  Critical
thinking; ¢ Creativity; ¢ Collaboration; ¢ Cross-cultural understanding; ¢ Communication; ¢
Computing; e Career and learning self-reliance [1].

No doubt, Ukrainian Universities should be ready to implement the life skills. The Ministry
of Education and Science of Ukraine, rectors and teachers of six famous universities drafted a
Baseline Study on ESP and EMI Teaching at Ukrainian Universities.

The British Council consultants shared their recommendations to improve the quality of
ESP, EMI teaching in tertiary education. Event participants developed an action plan to implement
quality changes in their universities.
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The project of British Council intends to take a flexible and holistic approach depending on
the needs and goals of specific universities focusing on the three main groups: teachers of English
for Specific Purposes (ESP) and English for General Academic Purposes (EGAP); subject teachers
using English as a Medium of Instruction (EMI) or for research and international purposes; general
students who need to understand English either for course requirements or as a specific target for
the universities (excluding those studying English as a subject in itself).

Implementing the project the British Council:

. visited 15 universities and conducted a baseline study on the status of English teaching as
well as teaching of specialized disciplines in English;
. presented our report with the results of baseline study to representatives of the Ministry of

Education and Science of Ukraine, the Institute of Higher Education of the National Academy of
Educational Sciences of Ukraine and the management of the participating universities;

. based on the results of the study developed an action plan to improve English teaching;

. in 2015, held professional development school for more than 300 participants: ESP, EAP,
EMI teachers, scientists and heads of ESP departments;

. in 2016, involved into professional development school more than 283 university teaching
staff;

. from the beginning of 2017, held professional development school for 145 university
teachers, including new project participants;

. conducted a train-the-trainer course for a group of Ukrainian trainers who have already

started to support their university colleagues within the British Council teacher development events
[2].
So, we believe that life skills at Universities will be developed through English learning.
