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enabling them to recruit talented faculty, upgrade their facilities, and establish
research centers. The projects also encouraged international collaborations and
partnerships, enabling Chinese universities to benefit from the expertise and
resources of foreign institutions.

According to a report by the Ministry of Education of the People's Republic
of China (2020), the projects have led to a substantial improvement in the quality of
higher education in China, with participating universities achieving higher rankings
and greater international recognition. The projects have also contributed to the
growth of China's research output, with participating universities producing more
high-quality research papers and patents. Additionally, the projects have helped to
enhance the competitiveness of Chinese universities on the global stage, with
several universities now ranking among the top universities in the world.

One notable outcome of the 985 project was the establishment of the C9
League, which comprises nine of China's top universities. These universities have
become leaders in their respective fields, attracting top talent from around the
world and producing significant research output. The 211 project also contributed
to the growth of China's higher education sector, with participating universities
experiencing significant improvements in their research capacity and infrastructure.

The 985 and 211 projects have played a critical role in the development of
China's higher education sector and its contributions to the country's national
development. The projects have helped to enhance the quality of higher education,
increase research output, and improve the competitiveness of Chinese universities
on the global stage. These outcomes have significant implications for China's
continued development and the future of its higher education sector.

Moving forward, it will be essential for China to continue investing in its
higher education sector and building on the successes of the 985 and 211 projects.
This will require continued financial support, strategic planning, and investment in
research and innovation. Additionally, China will need to continue strengthening its
international collaborations and partnerships, enabling Chinese universities to
benefit from the expertise and resources of foreign institutions.

Gori teachers' seminary and his first turkish language teacher

In 1876, the Transcaucasian Teachers' Seminary was opened in Gori,
Georgia. The imperial administrators prevented the opening of new-type schools
and the "Tatar department” of the Gori Seminary. With the serious efforts of
Azerbaijani intellectuals, a department was opened for Azerbaijanis. Abdussalam
Akhundzade was the first Azerbaijani language and Sharia teacher of the seminary.
In 1918, when the Republic of Azerbaijan, the first democratic state in the East,
was established, the Tatar department of the Gori Seminary was moved to the city
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
