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The objective trend in distance education in higiducation is to reduce the
number of classroom hours and increase the numbehoars devoted to
independent work of students. The role of the teagihthe educational process is
transformed: teacher’s function gradually losegvahce as the main source of
information, he becomes an organizer, consultaatjdr and expert of independent
work of students. All this requires the searchrfmre effective learning tools that
would perform the following functions in the leamgi process: informational,
formative, systematizing, controlling and motivationes. These requirements can
be met by the latest computer technology, whichuthes electronic textbooks,
multimedia courses, training programs and distateaning in general. In
addition, today global problems associated with@i@/ID - 19 pandemic require
the transfer of higher education to distance |eayni

Ukrainian legislation supports the rapid developmehdistance education.
This is confirmed by various provisions and regala of Ukrainian legislation on

this topic, namely the Law of Ukraine "On EducatiohConcept of distance
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education in Ukraine", "Regulations on distancerrie"”, the state program
"Education” and others.

The main components of the concept of "distanceieg" are:

- the subjects of the process;

- components of the educational process (teachidg, organizational and
control methods);

- ICT tools.

The distance format considers the presence dhalinherent attributes of
full-time learning, such as group discussions,emiVe discussion of the passed
material, live communication, etc.

To ensure a full-fledged educational process atadi®, in addition to
technical tools, the teacher must have a numbeprofessional and personal
competencies that will interest, organize studahtbe initial stage and keep their
attention until the final.

Thus, the main idea of distance learning is to terealearning information
environment that includes computer information sear electronic libraries, video
and audio libraries, books and textbooks. The cormapts of such a learning
environment are both students and teachers, witsection is carried out using
modern telecommunications. This learning environmerovides unique
opportunities for students to gain knowledge battiependently and under the
guidance of teachers. When using distance educatranous methods of
conveying educational methodological informatiom dae used (abstracts and
essays, interactive lectures and seminars). Tosyeral generations of special
technologies have changed - from ordinary printddcational publications to
modern computer technologies: audio and video lwastd, video conferencing, E-
Learning, various Internet broadcasts, Internefaremces).

However, despite the significant advantages of type of education and the
significant results of the work of higher educaibmstitutions of Ukraine in the
implementation of distance education the processlalRyed due to several

necessary problems to solve, namely:
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- insufficiently perfect legislative base of Ukrairon wide introduction of
distance learning;

- Insufficient funding to provide the material basé higher education
institutions for the implementation of the DFE;

- low funding for the development and implementaind distance technologies
in higher education;

- Insufficient state support for the development di$tance education in
Ukraine;

- higher education institutions use different medé&tchnologies and forms of
organization and use of educational content, wicmimplicates the exchange of
positive results and achievements and effectivamétion exchange [, 116].

It is important to emphasize that one of the maistacles to the spread of
distance learning in our country is the situatidvattthe internal culture of
education recognizes mainly traditional learnindneifefore, so far it does not
execute its functions.

The most suitable model for universities in modeonditions, as already
trained practice, is the integration of full-timadadistance forms of education, a

combination of traditional forms with new (distahome.
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
