IMPLEMENTATION OF THE “SOCIAL
INEQUALITY” CONCEPT IN THE CONTENT
OF FUTURE TEACHERS’ OF ENGLISH
INITIAL EDUCATION

Global community is rapidly changing and acquiring the
characteristics that make it a multicultural and diverse
entity. One of the most important changes in this context
Is the global migration of people caused by globalization of finances and labor markets.
Traditional migration destinations now are from Asia and Africa to North America and
Western Europe, but due to peculiarities of the development and functioning of labor
markets in Europe, active migration also occurs within the European Union (EU). These
processes cause the problem of social inequality that is over and over again being
tackled by the authorities at the European and national levels.

One of the solutions to this problem is introduction of multicultural and sociocultural
contexts at all levels of continuing education, in particular in the content of future
teachers’ of English initial education. The content of initial education of future teachers
of English in most EU countries is based on the principles of multiculturalism, European
dimension, humanism and tolerance. Such a way of content construction implies, first of
all, the selection of cultural and country study material for the purposes of professional
education of the future English language teachers in order to develop
students’perception ofculture and traditions not only of the nations, languages of which
are learnt, but also of those that live within the territory of the country, region
orcitywhere the student studies and will work after graduation.

The above mentioned problem is urgent and has various visions of solution in different
EU countries though its importance in the perspective of the nearest future is undoubted.
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
