TENDENCIES IN HIGHER EDUCATION DEVELOPMENT
IN UKRAINE AS AN INDICATOR OF THE STATE OF THE

Introduction

Under the conditions of increasing the global threat to the development
of certain countries higher education is gaining social importance, being
the only means of training specialists, who are capable of solving up-to-
date problems. Which processes are underway in higher education nowadays?
What are the directions of the most significant changes? What should be
taken into account in the time of higher education transformation?

We proceed from the fact that education does not make a separate
branch in the state, but appears to be the main function of the state,
creating the conditions for successful development of all the conditions for
successful development of all the fields of activities.

Main tendencies in higher education development
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1. The increase of the duration of compulsory education.

Practice suggests that if young people without proper qualification and
lcvel of knowledge are «pushed out» into the sphere of production, they
are bound to have the share and salary of outsiders. In future such specialists
can form the group of unsatisfied and so potentially dangerous people,
stirring social instability. SR o DR

The Ukrainian government has approved the program of the 12-year school
education. Under the circumstances the country aims to better use financial
and other resources in order to provide the opportunities for the increase in the
duration of school education. A task has been set to transform the first stage of
fall higher education (or the reduced 2 or 3-year variant) into the accessible for
all stage (compulsory in prospect) of general and professional training.

In most European countries real duration of education is several years
longer than the education period officially approved as compulsory for all citizens.

2. The increase of the number of higher education institutions.

The higher education institutions in Ukraine are continuing to expand
because the present ones do not satisfy the demand for trained specialists,
The number of higher education institutions (universities, academies,
institutes, colleges) is increasing, the whole complex of courses — disciplines
and specialities is being improved. The political processes in the country
can both accelerate or slow down this development.

In Ukraine there was an unsatisfactory higher education coverage of
the young people even in comparison with the average figures in the USSR.
If in the USA there were 5591 students per 100,000 inhabitants, in Peru —
3450, in Uruguay — 2315, in Bolivia — 1975, in the USSR — 1867, in
Ukraine there were only 1700. This is the lowest figure in the USSR.

For example, in Georgia — 1900, in Armenia — 2030, in Russia —
1900, in Lithuania — 1758, in Latvia — 1712, in Khazakhstan — 1710.

To achieve the European standards the number of higher education
institutions must be increased, almost doubled.

3. The diversity of higher education institutions.

In the majority of European countries (Belgium, Great Britain, Greece,
Denmark, Ireland, Norway, Germany, France, Switzerland) there are the
so-called «binary» systems of higher education, in which alongside with
the university sector there are a lot of specialized higher education
institutions, where a great part of the young people study.

Opposed to it is the so-called «unitary» system of higher education
that comprises only universities and an extremely small number of other
higher education institutions (Austria, Italy, Finland, Poland). o

There is a separate group of countries with «integrated» universities
(Sweden, Spain). B

Before gaining independence the structure of higher education in
Ukraine was distorted by a large number of specialized (mono discipline)
institutions (contrary to the universities) that were subordinate not to the
Ministry of Education but to other structures. This fact partly explains the
difficulties of reforming higher education in Ukraine.

4. The improvement of condensed higher education.

Here we deal not with the secondary specialized institutions similar to
those in the USSR but with intensive training in real higher education
institutions during a shortened period of time (up to 3 years). If this training
is welt organized we can get the products of a new quality: the graduates
can find work more easily, and the individual training plans enable each
student to better realize his potential.

5. The emergence of new higher education institutions.

The ten-year Ukraine’s independence experience showed that it is very
difficult to reform such an inertial and conservative system that is represented
by «classical» universities. These «internal» barriers are sometimes so powerful
that it is easier to train new specialists not by «retraining» the teaching staff
but by creating a new educational structure on the basis of a small group of
specialists that will gradually become bigger due to the new young members.
This fact was one of the main that contributed very much to the creation of
new educational institutions. 6. The growing possibility of studying abroad.

Though in Ukraine only 1 out of 50 students gets education abroad, this
tendency is growing. There is no doubt that political and economic cooperation

.of a bigger number of countries will make us send abroad a certain number
of students at least to study the language and the features of economic and
political structure of our neighbours. This tendency is extremely vivid in the
countries that form close regional economic unions. Europe is a good example
of it. In Europe due to growing integration the economic factors made such
a pressure on the governments that they had to develop a number of specialized
programs and allocate funds to increase the students exchange.

7. The expansion of the higher education istitutions’ activities.

The traditional kinds of activities that are very closely connected with
the establishment of «information society» are being supplemented with
many new ones.

Higher education institutions provide not only in-service training; they
provide high guality educational services for those who want to broaden
their interests in different fields of knowledge and for those who want to
change their profession and adopt to the rigid requirements of the labour
market. These can be different courses in a separate discipline or in integrated
disciplines. In our university (usually in the evening or at the weekend)
hundreds and thousands of people attend classes. It has become one of the
priority tasks to provide for the requirements of continuous education.
Personality-oriented educational technologies are being widely used. Distant
learning is becoming very important.

8. The development of private higher education institutions.

There were no private higher education institutions before the breakdown of
the USSR. Today one third of those who are admitted to higher education
institutions have to pay for their studies. The issue of judicial and financial support
of private higher ‘education institutions is becoming more and more urgent.

9. The management of higher education.

Ukraine is building up a legislative basis of higher education. The new
Education Act has been passed. The methods and management of education
are being improved.
