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ABSTRACT

The work undertaken is aimed at composing rhymes and designing
movements for physical action time, implementation of which will contribute to primary
school learners’ mastering lexical competence at English lessons according to the
approved curriculum for the first year of learning. The work is focused on analyzing
scientific and methodological sources, reviewing the content of the curriculum of
“English” subject for first-graders, composing rhymes as well as choosing simple and
understandable movements accompanying them drawing from the content of the
topics selected from the curriculum.

To achieve the objective formulated, the analysis of scientific and
methodological literature alongside with the content analysis of the curriculum of “The
English Language” subject for the first-grade students was conducted.

The main methods applied to teaching English are enumerated, among which
are «total physical response», association method, gaming method «move-about
games», Gromiko’s sports method. The advantages of using specially composed
rhymes and designed movements implemented in physical action time during English
lessons are rationalized on the basis of theoretical arguments with a view to
simultaneously solving educational and health-improving goals, which imply getting
learners interested in a new topic and consolidating the lexical material previously
acquired along with shifting learners’ attention to physical movement, relieving
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muscular tension, improving emotional display of teaching-learning process
respectively.

The range of the topics taken from the subject curriculum is set, which are
prescribed for acquiring during the first year of children’s going to primary school; the
amount of the lexical material which is necessary for learners to acquire is determined.

The rhymes and movements selected and proposed for use are composed
with due regard for the content of the curriculum of «English» subject for first-grade
learners, physiological needs of primary-school children’s organism as well as
specificities of children’s certain mental processes.

Implementation of the designed movements with the rhymes accompanying
them is considered to be one of the methods of teaching English in motion. The
practical relevance of the research results lies in enhancing effectiveness of first-
graders’ acquiring lexical units with their age, physical and psychological features
taken into account.

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ABSTRACT

The article attempts to clarify the role of linguistic games as a means of forming
communicative competence of primary school students, which helps maintain interest in
learning the Ukrainian language and aims to provide students with knowledge through their
own efforts, revealing the structure and functioning of language.

Linguistic play promotes the development of primary school students' idea of
the basic grammatical categories and grammatical meaning of the word, which as
abstract concepts are very difficult to perceive at this age. It also helps to understand
the process of forming new words and master the basic word-formation patterns.
Playful learning of the word promotes the development of the general speech culture
of the individual, forms a subconscious understanding of the language norm and
develops linguistic thinking, which is the basis of communicative competence.

Systematization of teachers' experience presented on personal sites, in
journal articles and methodical publications allowed to identify the most popular
linguistic games used by teachers in Ukrainian language lessons in primary school,
and divide them into the following groups: phonetic, lexical-phraseological,
morphological, orthographic, syntactic.

Given the fact that younger students are characterized by emotionality, cognitive
activity, desire to fantasize, the desire to show their intelligence and skill, the role of using
linguistic games in Ukrainian lessons as a means of forming communicative
competence. Modern linguistic games involve competition, voluntariness, which allows
students to meet their needs for mobility, get positive emotions of joy, admiration,
satisfaction, realize their interests, master communication skills and more.

During linguistic games, primary school students not only learn language
norms and rules, but also get involved in a system of various subject-subject relations,
form the ability to interact in a team, make decisions, prove their point, which will
contribute to the formation of communicative competence.
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
