Demidenko V. V. Individualization and differentiation of the process of
development of teachers’ professional pedagogical competence in the system of
college scientific-methodic work. Differentiation criteria have been proposed and the
ways of individualization process of development of teachers’ professional
pedagogical competence in the system of college scientific-methodic work has been
described. Among the criteria of differentiation the following factors have been
defined: 1) the presence or absence of the teacher’s pedagogical education and 2) the
pedagogical seniority. It was demonstrated, that the content of the work with teachers
who do not have pedagogical educational background has to be aimed on to the
compensation of their lack of pedagogical abilities and skills, formation of holistic-
motivational basis for professional activity, developing of professionally important
personal qualities. In the work with teachers who have pedagogical education, the
accent is shifted to facilitate the process of professional self-realization and self-
improvement, to resist emotional weariness and professional deformation of
personality.

According to the criteria of the present teaching seniority we consider it is
appropriate to define the groups of: new teachers (up to two years of pedagogical
seniority), young teachers (three-five years of seniority), and experienced teachers
(more than five years of pedagogical seniority). For new teachers professional
adaptation is of relevance, for young teachers this is professional development, for
experienced teachers this is professional self-development and self-realization.

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70-ies of the XX century was a turning point for Poland in the field of school
education. Created by the Committee of Experts contributed to the development and
implementation of educational proposals and concepts for the modernization of the
school system in Poland, including in the field of health saving of schoolchildren. It
was determined that the cooperation of the Ministry of Education and Training and the
Ministry of Health and Social Care in Poland contributed to the development health
saving education in educational institutions of the country through regulations and
programs for a healthy person of schoolchildren. It was found that in 70-80 years of
the XX century, health saving education was actively supported both by the state,
through the adoption of certain documents, and on the part of scientists. It was
analyzed the authors’ concepts and programs on creating a culture of health of
schoolchildren through the health saving education.
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Formulation of the problem. Analysis of key studies and publications.
Creating a safe and comfortable environment for training and education of
schoolchildren is one of the main factors to preserve their lives and health. The
educational process at school is built mainly on the scientific basis of hygiene
that promotes efficiency, achieve higher results in school. In this regard, on the
lessons are used types and forms of educational activities, techniques and
technology education according to the level of psychophysical development,
constitutional features of schoolchildren.

Thus, heath saving upbringing and heath saving education, which was
partially implemented in schools in Poland in the study period, became a vivid
example of solving heath saving of individuality of schoolchild.

Analysis of the Polish educational literature showed that by the scientists
the 70’s of XX century was studied the issue of heath saving of schoolchildren
in different directions. The presence at the school proper conditions for the
formation of a healthy individuality of a child (E. Gzhyvashevska
M. Kvarchynskyy, B. Kozhushnik, E. Polus-Shenyavska), heath saving
education as a necessary component of a culture of health of schoolchildren
(M. Demel, I. Kavetskyy, B. Kozhushnik, H. Malushevskyy, S. Radukevych,
H. Ventlandtova), microclimate of school rooms (V. Balinskaya, J. Groba,
C. Korczak, I. Shpakovych). The scientists noted that health saving education
should be directed as students’ and teachers’ attention to develop their habits
and skills and understanding the key provisions for healthy living, forming in
them a culture of health. A special role is given to the teacher, because he is the
leading fellow of health saving education at school.

In addition, health saving education is primarily a process of
comprehensive educational work, which involves the definition of health as the
highest value, the formation of the younger generation of healthy lifestyles and
health saving [13].

The global importance and the urgency of preserving the health of young
people caused concernment not only the leading representatives of the Polish,
but also the world of science of the study period. In particular, it has been taken
a number of documents, materials and recommendations of the Council of
Europe, the World Health Organization, which show considerable attention in
Europe to ensure healthy growth generation (“Measurement of levels of health”,
1979; Madrid Conference of European Health Ministers, 1981; conference
“European approach to health care” (Sweden), 1981; Guidelines for developing

health education programs of population, 1981; Ottawa Charter, 1986, etc.).
This activity actively participated by the International Union for Health
Education, the Council of the European Network of Health Promoting Schools
and the Commission of the European Communities, as evidenced by annual
events devoted to the issue of healthy lifestyles, particularly among young
people: “Prepare for a healthy lifestyle in the society” (Hall, 1981); “Teaching
youth smoking cessation and alcohol dependence” (Vienna, 1982); “Prospects
for youth health promotion in the European region” (Germany, 1983);
“Education in the School of Health in the European Region” (France, 1984).

Purpose of the article is to reveal features of implementation of health
saving education of the schoolchildren at schools in Poland in the 70—80-ies of
the XX century.

Problem statement. Analysis of laws and government regulations,
theoretical developments and scientific expertise of teachers, practitioners,
archival sources and periodicals [1; 3; 4; 7; 9] shows that in the 70s of the XX
century Poland had made a significant breakthrough in the development of
school policies. Moreover, according to UNESCO that time Poland was “a
country of people who study” and was able to prepare staff without whom the
rebuilding and developing of the country destroyed by the war would be
impossible. Thus, the Committee of Experts was created, which was developed
proposals and educational concepts to modernize the school system in Poland
based on two years’ analysis of the existing education system. The Committee
invited representatives of scientific field, namely 23 leading scientists (mostly
professors), teachers-innovators and public figures, that was not in other
countries of the socialist bloc and, accordingly, has caused great interest in
Western and Eastern Europe (by this time it was thought that enough to follow
the example of the Soviet Union and implement the theoretical principles of
Marxist theory). Results of Committee work was published in two publications:
“Regulations and abstracts about the state of education in Polish People’s
Republic” (February, 1973) and “The report on the state of education in Polish
People’s Republic” (May, 1973). In particular, it was emphasized that the
current school system requires a deep reform, particularly in the direction of
bringing the content of training programs for practical social requirements,
training and education “in life and through life”, improving the existing
framework of schools and material support of teachers, introduction to teaching
practice innovation [12].
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As a result, the Report of Committee of Experts, which was discussed
outside the country, and the Report have acquired interest from the general
public and active public discussion, which was attended by 200 thousand
people. The document itself and its findings were the basis for the adoption by
the Sejm of the Polish People’s Republic (PPR) October 13, 1973 resolution
“On the system of public education”, which was formulated by a leading
concept of the school system. Note that in the “Resolution ..” was fixed
positions on the formation and development of a healthy young generation state.
First, attention was focused on the further development of the network of
kindergartens, namely compulsory preschool education coverage of children 6
years of age in order to eliminate their existing gaps in mental and physical
development. Second, it highlights the main factors the impact on the
educational environment of a healthy individuality of schoolchildren [10; 12].

Due to the new requirements for school were initiated various measures to
provide a proper status to health saving education in the school system. Thus, in
a relatively short period (1973-1975) Ministry of Education and Training and
the Ministry of health and social care of Poland issued decisions and programs
to build healthy personality of schoolchildren and implementation of health
saving education in the schools of the country: The decision on improving the
health of children and youth activities in the field of health within health saving
education (1973); The program to improve the health of children and young
people and further development of health saving provision in schools and
education and educational institutions in years 1973-1975; Program for working
to improve the health factors in schools and education and educational
institutions in years 1973-1975; The program to improve the system for making
decisions needs of schoolchildren and schools (1973); Legislative program to
implement health saving education in the elementary school and out of school
(1982); Decision on creation of posts in schools the teacher-coordinator of
school hygiene and health saving education (developed in 1973, introduced in
1980); Guidelines for the implementation of programs in education and health in
primary and secondary school (1982). At the initiative of leading scientists of
the country (V. Vatslavskyy, M. Demel, A. Lidtkie, M. Paprotska,
R. Tshesnovskyy) and the Ministry of Education was held symposiums,
conferences and seminars on the prospects for implementation health saving
education in schools of the country.

The result of this interest of the state by health saving of growing
generation was also the adoption in 1973 by the Board of two ministries —
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Health care and Social protection and education and training to the decision to
introduce school programs of health saving education [3; 6]. In connection with
the increased role of health saving education of schoolchildren and activity in
this area of the state, PPR developed new concepts and complemented the
existing 50-ies. On a culture of health of schoolchildren, which was an integral
part health saving education.

Thus, T. Maleshevska has developed “model of a person” who is brought
up with the main provisions of the concept of health culture. According to the
researcher, it should be “flexible” man whose mind and work corresponds to the
needs of the modern man, the requirements of society and the demands that are
put in front of his life; it must be a person who is responsible for his own health
and the health of others; versed in the characteristics of the individual in terms
of the various sciences (pedagogy, medicine, psychology, sociology, etc.) [7].

In turn, J. Kohanek made some contributions to the development of the
theory of schoolchildren health culture by involving schoolchild, especially of
elementary school, in health saving education. In fact, according to the scientist,
in elementary schools child’s personality is formed, laid the foundations of his
future attitude to his own health and health of others: in elementary school child
masters the basics of personal hygiene, occupational health and recreation as
essential components of health [5]. On the basis of the school curriculum for
elementary school J. Kohanek determined that the greatest opportunities for
implementing health saving education has such subjects as natural, humanities,
physical education, technical sessions, plastic lessons. On the lessons of these
subjects, schoolchildren receive theoretical knowledge of hygiene that combines
the practical psychosomatic development of the individual of a child.

In addition, with the support of famous Polish educator M. Demel,
J. Kohanek proposed to organize in schools of the country “school health
offices”, which would include support material for teachers, including tables,
scientific articles, posters, movies filing, didactic games, audiovisual for
training [1; 5].

Presented by aforementioned scientists theoretical proposals were refuted
by C. Stypulovskyy. In his view, the study of questions of schoolchildren health
culture formation through health saving education is lack of regularity,
consistency and correlation of stages of training. Breaking question of health
saving education problem, scholar stressed that the teaching process of health
saving education system consists of components: schoolchild-teacher—education
environment. However, at school, as usually, an effective interaction of these
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three components is missing, that is why health saving education of
schoolchildren has a positive result.

In turn, scholars (V. Vatslavskyy, M. Paprotska, J. Jaworski) have created
programs and projects on introduction health saving education at schools of the
country to form, strengthen the health of the young generation.

Consider them in detail.

C. Stypulovskyy accumulated data from a culture of health of
schoolchildren in the implementation of health saving education was
systematized and reflected in the “Selected problems of health saving education
of children and youth” in 1972/1973 academic year, the authors of which were
M. Paprotska and V. Vatslavskyy [8]. It was a kind of a report on the problem of
modeling health saving education for 10 years’ school, represented to the
Department of Physical Education and the Institute of School Programs. The
basis of the project was committed two conditions that meet the solemnity of
implementation: comprehensive involvement of teachers, directors, school
doctors to the social health problems outlined in the project time; age-
appropriate schoolchildren and their interests according to age.

In 1977 the subject of the Polish educational community (M. Demel,
J. Jaworski, B. Tvorek, |. Hembalchyk, A. Pavlutsky and others) was the
interaction of physical culture and health culture as components of the
educational process at school [1; 2; 4; 9; 11]. The discussion led to the draft
program of J. Jaworski “Propaedeutics of health culture and physical culture in
the education system. Outline of future models”. In June 1977 the conference
were invited university experts in physical education and teacher education,
representatives of institutions training teachers as competent consultants in the
field of health saving and rehabilitation of the country population. J. Jaworski
project was based on long-lived achievements of Polish and foreign scholars in
the field of physical education of children of school age and analyzing the
characteristics of subjects recreational areas. His goal was to find the means and
methods appropriate measures a culture of health of schoolchildren in schools of
the country. Besides, the goal of the program was identified the teaching of
schoolchildren on practice use their knowledge on prevention health hazards,
provide first aid through such cycles meaningful learning how to man and the
environment; morpho-physiology of a man; motor activity of a man; personal
and public hygiene; food hygiene; occupational health and recreation; safety and
first aid. However, a few days before the conference, the project was removed
from the discussion, because its content was significant competition concept
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curriculum of physical education, which was prepared by the Institute curricula
of the Ministry of Education of Poland.

V. Vatslavskyy was presented a project of a program of health saving
education in school compared to other concepts of programs of the time [14]. A
feature of this program was that it is based on three steps: a separate subject
“Health saving education”; a set of physical education and health saving
education; taking into account further developments of scholars in the field of
health saving of younger generation.

Thus, designed during the 70-80-ies of XX century projects and programs
of health saving education of schoolchildren have positive and negative aspects.
On the one hand, proposed programs and projects have well-developed
theoretical and practical aspects of their application. Their development was a
kind of attempt to cause changes in thinking, proper evaluation and reassessment
of negative values in life, the emergence of the necessary skills and the
consequent formation of health saving behavior and healthy lifestyle. On the
other hand, they do not receive further implementation, as required financing,
developing new teaching of not only teachers and heads of secondary schools,
but also for students — future teachers.

Conclusions. Thus, the idea of health saving education was attached by
Polish state documents. The developed projects and programs have become the
impetus for further development of the problem of health saving education.
Further study is expected to conduct towards the study of the theory and
practice of a culture of health of schoolchildren through the introduction of
healthy education.

Leontieval. M. Means of Formation of Interest to Economic
Knowledge among Children of General Comprehensive Schools of Ukraine
(the end of the XXth — the beginning of the XXIst centuries). Characteristic
features of means of formation of pupils’ interest to economic knowledge in general
comprehensive schools of Ukraine at the end of the XX — the beginning of the XXI
centuries are given in the article. Stages of formation of schoolchildren’s interest to
economic knowledge are presented in the article. These stages were determined on the
basis of socio-political, socio-economic, organizational and pedagogical factors that
led to the changes of goals, tasks, contents, forms and methods of teaching economics.
The study of teaching practice and scientific literature enabled us to characterize the
role of means of formation of interest to economic knowledge at each of the identified
stages. The first stage (1981-1990) is the stage of formation of pupils’ general interest
to economic knowledge. The second stage (1991-2000) is the stage of formation of
pupils’ professionally-oriented interest to economic knowledge. The third stage (2001-
2014) is a stage of formation of pupils’ local interest to economic knowledge.

It has been discovered that that the national educational space of the period
under research witnessed the process of reorientation of means of formation of pupils’
economic knowledge from learning the basic notions, terms, facts in the structure of
school subjects to motivational competence of obtaining economic knowledge, which
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does not only reflect the laws of the component of the economic system of the market,
but also the formation of adaptation and mobility skills, ability to succeed in life and a
desire to change lives for the better.

In this paper we analyze the problem of educational process in higher art
institutions of Ukraine over a span of 20 years using professional literature and
archival documents. A new concept of practicality and professionalism is introduced
after the high school reform (1920). Academic education is eliminated completely;
schools of various orientations are created instead having subject-specific departments.
Numerous vocational art schools appear in the system of higher art education and face
new challenges, such as to have excellent knowledge of the production processes and
to be able to combine engineering knowledge with artistic skills. Despite the reformist,
vigorous character of these developments, aestheticization of the teachers’ professional
training becomes prominent in the educational practice. However, grand prospects of
the art and industry cooperation face some difficulties, such as the lack of properly
trained teaching staff. Around mid-20s, Ukraine leading art institutions (Kyiv Institute
of Plastic Arts (1925), Odessa Polytechnic College of Fine Arts (1925)) open
education departments. Based on archival documents, a hypothesis is suggested
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regarding opening of the Education Department at Kharkiv Art College. For the first
time there are unknown documents introduced on A. Komashko’s role in turning the
Kharkiv Art College into an Institute.

Introduction. Actuality and expediency of the research topic caused by
the ambiguity of the processes that took place in the Ukrainian art and
educational space throughout the twentieth century.

The changes in art education between 1917 and the 1990s actively
influenced the society, wherefore the system of cultural and educational values
was somewhat transformed, and a new attitude was formed on studying the
traditional “rules and principles” of art education — first in the Russian Empire
and then in the Soviet Union.

The social transformation that began with the tumultuous events of 1917
radically changed the ideological, moral, social, axiological and socioeconomic
order of the society. Gradually a distinct national artistic school was formed, and
it is the Ukrainian art culture that made a big step in the development of special
art education taking its lead from the greatest achievements of European art
schools. The self-awareness as part of the global artistic process was completely
natural for the domestic art education system. Art magazines and education
journals of the 1920s discussed materials on famous Western teachers-artists,
whose education systems were often considered in the context of Ukrainian
artistic practice. Interdependence of the processes taking place in the arts of that
time is a characteristic feature of mutual influence of different artistic schools.
However, with the set-up of the totalitarian regime the contact with “Western
teachers-artists” and art schools, called “bourgeois” by Soviet ideologists, in the
years of Stalinist repression was regarded as political dirt.

The aim of the article is to highlight the processes in art and pedagogy at
the beginning of the XX century and to introduce into scientific use out-of-the-
way and completely unknown documents relating to the educational process in
Kharkiv Art College, which was later reorganized into an Institute.

The analysis of recent researches and publications. One of the first
modern authors with a goal of exploring the history of art education in Ukraine
can be considered Rostislav Shmagalo. In his book The Art Education in
Ukraine in Mid XIX — Mid XX Century: Structure, Methodology, Artistic
Positions, the author conducts a comprehensive study of art — a first attempt to
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have a panoramic view of the art education in Ukraine from the middle of the
19" to the middle of the 20" century. However, his scientific research is based
on the review and analysis of individual artistic schools and artists gathering
talented young students around them. He pays almost no attention to the
methodology of teaching, the teaching techniques, methods, principles and
foundations that were crucial for teachers.

In recent decades the study footprint for artistic life in Ukraine has
expanded spatially. Scientists are beginning to explore not only the traditional
art centres such as Kyiv, Kharkiv, Odessa, Lviv (O. Gladun, O. Kovalchuk,
V. Nemtsov, A. Pivnenko, L. Savytska), but also regions such as Mykolaiv,
Kherson, Ivano-Frankivsk, Dnipropetrovsk  (N. Sapak, O. Svitlychna,
O. Semchynshyn-Huzner, 1. Chmelyk). These works by using large historical
and art materials combined with the analysis of specific events of artistic life
and works of fine art show regional features of the artistic process, trace the
evolution of artistic events, define their specific features and present
summarized facts and biographical information on the artists. However, they
have no information regarding the methods of work of an educational institution,
reports of scientific departments, artists’ educational principles, etc.

Presenting the main study material. Historic victory gained by the
Bolsheviks allows the Soviet government to move from War Communism to the
New Economic Policy developed by V. I. Ulyanov-Lenin. The Communist Party
(Bolsheviks) of Ukraine begins to involve arts for creating a new revolutionary
consciousness starting from day one. The rising point for strengthening and
spreading the ideas of the revolution by means of fine arts on a new socialist
basis is Lenin’s plan of monumental propaganda. All stupendous changes in the
society of the early twentieth century have ambiguously affected the structure
and methodology of art and pedagogical education in Ukraine.

First, the new concept of practicality and professionalism declared in the
decision of the meeting “On the High School Reform” (1920) led to the
elimination of major academic institutions such as the universities and
academies in Kyiv, Kharkiv, Odessa, Yekaterinoslav and other cities. Instead, it
was planned to create variously-oriented schools — Academies of theoretical
knowledge with subject-specific departments. Numerous vocational art schools
(HPTU) appeared in the system of higher art education and faced new
challenges, such as to have excellent knowledge of the production processes and
to be able to combine engineering knowledge with artistic skills. The whole
academic art education was discarded as a relic of bourgeois society.
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Second, grand prospects of the art and industry cooperation faced some
difficulties, such as the lack of properly trained teaching staff.

Incredible as it may seem, it is the 1920s that are marked by the
emergence of higher art and pedagogical education in Ukraine, with the
government policy playing a pivotal role almost for the first time. Despite the
reformist, vigorous character of these developments, aestheticization of the
teachers’ professional training becomes prominent in the educational practice.

Creation of the national art education school stood on the foundations of
the Ukrainian culture and art that were actively involved in the educational
process at the pedagogical institutions of all levels. A Decision of the
Commissariat of Ukraine specifically instructed to raise the level of teaching
fine arts over the study of folk art as an integral part of national culture, and
deepen the specialization in one of them [1, p. 121]. It was the first public
document guiding educational institutions towards studying art subjects,
including fine arts. In determining the objectives, content, forms and methods of
aesthetic training of teachers “the question was raised of the need for
acquainting each teacher with the theory and practice of aesthetic education...” if
they want to “keep up with the modern pedagogy” [1, p. 121].

By the government decisions three major higher art education institutions
are opened in Ukraine: the Kyiv Institute of Plastic Arts, and Kharkiv and
Odessa Art Colleges (considered in Ukraine as higher education institutions at
the time— Panyok), which besides special departments would later open the art
education ones for the training of “teachers and artists-lexicographers able to
secure the cooperation of various arts ... it was seen as the way for birth of
culture of a new historical cycle” [2, p. 65].

The concept of art institutions activity also changes over time. If before
1920s their task was to spread education among the public and to expand its
cultural level, then with the establishment of Soviet power in Ukraine art
facilities began to implement ideology of the new socialist state via artistic
means. The government stimulated and accelerated the convergence of art and
industry and helped its penetration into everyday life. It was in the early 1920s
when professional orientation became the main feature of higher education,
including art, based mainly on the principles of vocational school and associated
with the production. People’s Commissar of Education of the Ukrainian SSR
G. Grinko (1920-1923) developed a scheme of public education where High
School developed under two types: higher education institutions aiming for
training organizers, and technical schools training craftsmen and practitioners.
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Technical schools as higher education institutions, in opposition to
institutes, trained highly qualified practitioners — the immediate performers of
crucial technical work in a specific industry, so the technical factor was central
to their education. It continued for 3—4 years and was based on vocational
schools or workers’ faculties, the task of which was to give higher qualification
to the workers not having complete secondary education. Technical schools with
multiple departments or faculties were called polytechnic colleges.

Around the mid-20s the three leading art institutions in Ukraine (Kiev
Institute of Plastic Arts (1925), Odessa Polytechnic College of Fine Arts (1925),
Kharkiv Art College opened education departments due to another
reorganization of higher education.

From archival documents we know that in the years 1926-1927 there was
an attempt to reorganize Kharkiv Art College into a Polytechnic College,
making it possible to raise the issue of opening an education department at the
Department of Painting. So, on June 5, 1926 the Kharkiv Art College Committee
chaired by Rector M. Burachek with paragraph 4 approved establishment of an
education department, “which is arranged as a personal department;
specialization in education itself begins with the 2" year and continues for the
years 2, 3 and 4. The Committee thinks that the Education Department can be
opened in October 1926, and the students could of their own accord transfer
from the 2" year of sculpture, graphics, easel, decorative and theatre decoration
workshops, there is no certainty that the curriculum will be produced by this
term and that the professionals-teachers of the new Department can be invited.
The Committee believes it is better to establish the Education Department work
from the next academic year. Thus, we will have an extra year for the
development of curriculum and programs, as well as other preparatory work” [5,
sheet 17, 17 rev.]. It follows from this decision that the Education Department
was to be opened on September 1, 1927.

In Report No. 15 of 27.03.1927, the second paragraph says: “Chairman of
E. [Education — ? — Panyok] C. [Committee — Panyok] t. Zhukov informs on the
previous decisions of the Committee... on arrangement of an education
department at Kharkiv Art Collecge ... It is in the initial stage of elaboration. As
the material at today’s meeting we have the curriculum of the E. [Education —
Panyok] D. [Department — Panyok] of Od. [Odessa — Panyok] P.C. [Polytechnic
College — Panyok] of F.A. [Fine Arts — Panyok] ... The Education Department is
to prepare a mass worker — teacher — artist for senior groups of the seven-year
school. Specialization begins with the third year and continues the following
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year. The curriculum shall give a sufficient number of hours for both relevant
theoretical subjects and for drawing, painting and sculpting, so that the students
could continue their artistic training.

In order to prepare teachers in the field of fine arts for professional artistic
and industrial and other specialties — to form optional course V for those
studying at Vocational College in a particular workshop and wishing to get
additional qualification of the Teacher of Fine Arts for Vocational Schools to
their skills of easel painter or graphic artist, etc.

To make a detailed note and approximate estimates for submission to the
Methodical Commission (Metodkom) of the Central Administration of
Professional Education (Glavprofobr) so as to form the Educational Department
and teaching course V in the future budget year” [9, sheet 117].

According to the correspondence between Metodkom and Kharkiv
\Vocational Art College on the formulation of educational work in the College,
the Academic Administration Unit drew up a 4-year plan for the Art Education
Department at the Department of Painting. Unfortunately, the year of the
document is not specified, and we only know the date of approval, October 2,
but the plan is signed by the new Rector A. Komashko, so it is likely that it
reached Metodkom within academic year 1927-1928. According to archive
documents, Rector of Kharkiv Art College M. Burachek was dismissed from
16.06.1927, and A. Komashko was appointed in his place [4, sheet 1].

According to the curriculum the course of lectures at the Education
Department was divided into three parts: subjects of general importance,
subjects serving the specialty, subjects of the specialty, which in turn divided
into an educational and artistic cycle.

The educational cycle included the following subjects: Child’s Anatomy
and Physiology, Basics of Pedology and Psychology, History of Pedagogy,
Soviet System of Education, Pedagogy, Methodology of Fine Arts, Methods for
Outreach Activities, School Hygiene, Working in Workshops, and Art Education
Workshop.

The artistic cycle included the following subjects: Formal-Analytical
Elements of Visual Arts (Drawing, Color, Volume, and Space), Drawing,
Painting, Sculpture, Technical Drawing, and Composition.

The subjects serving the specialty were the following: Descriptive
Geometry, Technology of Art Education Materials, History of Fine Arts, History
of Ukrainian Art, Sociology of Art [7, sheet 7—7 rev.].
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According to archive documents the most probable opening date for the
Education Department was set for September 1, 1929. In a memo as of
28.06.1929 to Kharkiv Executive Committee, Deputy National Commissioner of
Education of Ukrainian SSR Prikhodko said: “... with the reorganization of the
College into an Institute... it is provided to open two departments — the Printing
and the Education ones the next year 29/30...” [8, sheet 22].

In another document from September 11, 1929 A. Komashko (1927-
1932) reported the following to Uprofobr (Mocational Education
Administration): “the Art Institute informs that there are no vacancies at the Art
Education Department...” [6, sheet 170].

Earlier, A. Komashko’s report on the work of the institution and the
development prospects read: “l... still doubt that the People’s Commissariat of
Education will have the time to conduct reorganization of the Aurtistic
Universities and particularly Kharkiv Art College this year (21.06.1929 -
Author). Some project is being elaborated, which shows that Kharkiv Art
College is transformed into an Art and Technical Institute with Printing, Theatre
Decoration and Art Education Departments. The Department of Architecture
should be transferred to the Construction Institute opening in Kharkiv as a new
institution ...” [4, sheet 20].

So the Education Department at Kharkiv Institute of Arts could exist
within 1929-1934 until the next reorganization of higher education.

The society extremely lacked specialists with higher education in the field
of art education. For instance, one of A. Komashko’s reports read: ... From the
history of Kharkiv Art College is clear that Kharkiv, the former principal town
of the province, only had a Secondary, the so-called Art, School, which until
1912 was a private Drawing School, and taking into account the fact that the
former Kharkiv had almost no art museums, no art associations, and no
exhibitions (with some exceptions), it becomes clear that Soviet art education in
Kharkiv begins from scratch. So, Kharkiv does not have those artistic traditions
in Ukraine that Kyiv and Odessa have, and above all, it has fewer art assets from
which to recruit teaching force than those cities do... As you can see from the
statistics — there are teachers without higher education — it would not be a pity if
they were ex-workers, peasants, with a clear Soviet ideology, but we do not have
those... for our universities do not have sufficiently qualified teaching staff, it is
not on the market ... The issue of formation of separate departments to train
professors in art education in Kharkiv Art College, together with the Kyiv
Institute of Arts and Odessa Polytechnic College of Fine Arts, must be
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maintained before the People’s Commissariat of Education ... (at the Kyiv
Institute of Arts and Odessa Polytechnic College of Fine Arts there already were
art education departments at this time — Panyok)” (the author’s spelling
preserved) [4, sheets.48-49, 55].

It was A. Komashko who initiated to create in Kharkiv a proper Institute
of Arts. He also considered the possibility to give the institution an education or
printing profile. Careful study of archival documents makes it possible to trace
A. Komashko’s intentions regarding the reorganization of the College into an
Institute: ““... two years have passed since the People’s Commissariat of
Education via t. Skrypnyk issued this Directive on transformation of the College
into an Institute, which was approved by the People’s Commissariat of
Education Board this May, and also considering the fact that this is not just a
name change, but re-creation of the institution in essence that will touch the
goals (artistic and ideological or artistic and industrial, or technical inclination)
of the teaching force, budget, accommodation, etc., and that with Uprofos the
matter of solving this major problem for Kharkiv Art College before the
Commissariat, including t. Skrypnyk, has not moved by this time (is “Status
Qvo”)...” (the author’s spelling preserved) [4, sheet 14].

From 1928-1929, Art College has been under a number of examinations
and inspections that began after a critical article on the institution in the local
newspaper “Komsomolets of Ukraine”. The Kharkiv Art College Board and the
Student Organization submitted to M. Skrypnyk all necessary documents to
refute this slander. In May 1929, with the assistance of M. Skrypnyk the
People’s Commissariat of Education Board decided to reorganize Kharkiv Art
College into an Institute due to political and cultural reasons. However, it
considered several options of which institute to open at the premises of Kharkiv
Art College: the Art Education or the Art Printing one having the following
goals: artistic and ideological or artistic and industrial, or introduce more
technical direction [4, sheets 8, 14].

It was eventually decided to leave the art direction and call the institution
Kharkiv Institute of Spatial Arts [4, sheet 3].

With A. Komashko’s appointment as Rector of Kharkiv Art College the
easel and mural workshops of the Department of Painting get cancelled. The role
of the artist is seen in education of specialists for cultural development, who
would be “art creators and organizers that could advocate ideas of the October
Revolution, Marx-Lenin ideology ... through art” [4, sheet 53].
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So in academic year 1929/30 Kharkiv Art College officially became an
institute. The organization of educational process in these times is characterized
by precise planning, compliance with new programs where most of the
theoretical subjects were imbued with Marxist-Leninist ideology and artistic
styles were interpreted as a product of class ideology. All teaching staff had to be
qualified at the People’s Commissariat of Education Board and to confirm their
knowledge and skills. Academic work was reorganized — the workshops were
eliminated, instead collective training courses for teachers were introduced [4,
sheet 58].

The Institute planned to start the practice of teachers’ meetings convened
at the end of each trimester. The discussion would involve issues of specialty
and theoretical subjects, reports on professional issues from each leading
professor or lecturer, working the methodology of art subjects, arranging a
special cabinet, formation of the Museum of Student Works, students’
performances and joining student asset to subject commissions, as well as
creating seminars of advanced type from which to nominate the most
outstanding graduates for assistants of Kharkiv Art College.

The emphasis in methodological issues was on the fact “that in Soviet art
institutions there is no preference of specialty disciplines over theoretical ones
(and vice versa), dialect of the content and form combination ... professionals
need to be fully educated by cultural community workers ar[med] with Marx-
Lenin ideology” [4, sheets 16, 23, 27].

According to the work plan of the institutions “all curriculum plans for
workers, and educational tasks of each professor and teacher must be printed
and distributed among classes...” [4, sheet 14 rev.].

A. Komashko advised the teachers to use the materials of the First All-
Union Conference of Fine Arts and process the issues of subjects such as
“Composition”, “Design”, “Volume” and “Color” and introduce them to the
year-1 program [4, sheet 16, 16 rev., 26].

A collective method of teaching specialized subjects was introduced,
combined method of teaching of theoretical subjects was administered,
departing thus from the conventional lecture teaching, the copying method was
criticized [4, sheet 16 rev., 24]. One of the innovations can be considered
cancellation of the marking system and implementation of active method of
accounting students’ knowledge on theoretical subjects [4, sheet 16 rev.].
Practical works were primarily assessed through the method of “student fairs”
[ibid, sheet 25].
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Great attention was given to the issue of Ukrainianization. For instance,
A. Komashko noted that “a certain serious issue in art institutions of the USSR,
including Kharkiv Art College is the issue of building national Soviet culture.
Hence the emphasis on the use of Ukrainian artistic forces in the educational
work ... Our main difficulty is the dissatisfaction of a significant part of the
students with poor qualification of the most Ukrainian teachers...” [4, sheet 39].

A strictly planned number of artists-painters and graphic artists have
graduated since 1929 (30 and the following academic year 1929/30 — 65
people). From literary sources we learn that the 1929 graduation had the biggest
number of students and the best quality of thesis works [3, p.109; 4, sheet 17].

Multilevel training was applied that also affected the quality of education.
For example, Kharkiv Institute of Arts had an Institute, Vocational Art School
and Vocational Art School Courses at once [4, sheet 9]. This fact had both its
positive and negative consequences. The positive fact can be called inter-subject
relations, inheritance and integrity of artistic requirements of the facilities, the
gradual mastery of the necessary artistic skills, which gave high professional
level. The negative fact includes the lack of the required number of laboratories
for training and various training devices. As A. Komashko noted the main
shortcomings that hinder the development of the institute were: “in the building
which seats 250 people now are studying 700 people (Kharkiv Institute of Arts —
400 people, Vocational Art School — 200 people and Vocational Art School
Courses — 100 people) ... The institution is limited by teaching forces ... Crisis in
the market of teachers of theoretical art disciplines ... much limited teacher staff
positions in the institution, dependence on the budget, especially in the
Department of Architecture ...” (the author’s spelling preserved) [4, sheet 9].

The results of the research give reason to conclude that the entire
restructuring of art and pedagogical education of 1920s lied in
educationalization of the theoretical block of subjects and enhancing the
politicization of the educational process. Professors, teachers, critics were
concerned about the quality of training of artistic and pedagogical staff and were
convinced that the training of art specialists should make distinction of their
targets.

At that time there was a natural process of changing aesthetic, ideological
and pedagogical paradigm of state direction in the middle of art and pedagogical
education. Classic clear three-stage educational system takes over from
revolutionary romanticism and production cult and consists of basic (technical
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school), secondary (art and industrial vocational school) and higher art
education (institute).

The findings of this study and further research.

Thus, retrospective study of theoretical principles and records of artistic
processes of 1920s shows their important scientific and practical importance for
the formation of art and pedagogical education in Ukraine. Since the late 1920s
art and pedagogical direction was tried to be made widespread because of its
powerful propaganda quality. New methods of teaching the art of the proletariat
were seen not from the position of artistic skills, but as a lever of dialectical
materialism to facilitate the formation of new communist ideology. The study
has found that art and pedagogical paradigm is part of a model education
system, but its content was not constant and varied in different historical periods
depending on the major orientations or social needs, the level of scientific,
socio-economic and cultural development of the country, and also on what were
the philosophies on the personality in its educational space at the time. Each
period within historical and social processes produced and improved inherent
and unique forms and methods of transmission of experience, contributing thus
to the artistic and educational process.

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The article is devoted to the actual problem of the use of innovative educational
technologies in the educational process of higher education. The essence of the
concept of "pedagogical technology" was defined, the necessity of introduction of
innovative pedagogical technologies in process training of the professional in a higher
school was scientifically justified, and the example of using of interactive teaching
technologies in the process studying of higher mathematics by future specialists was
presented on the basing of the analysis of scientific and educational literature.
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Problem statement. Modern Ukrainian society is now experiencing

intense socio-economic transformation, with particularly high scientific and
practical importance of pedagogical innovations aimed at modernizing higher
education, improving its quality and gaining practice-oriented training of future
professionals to ensure their competitiveness in the labor market. Furthermore,
the issue of improving sustainability and competitiveness of educational
institutions is becoming of crucial importance alongside with the problem of
changing the current educational model.

Analysis of study models has revealed that innovative educational
technologies and methods are more effective compared to traditional ones. The
current system of higher education in Ukraine is being dynamically updated, the
momentum of which were, on the one hand, reforming of society as a whole, on
the other hand, the logic of the development of the educational system itself.

Educators today must prepare for the educational systems of the future.

The willingness of the teacher to innovation in the learning process is
mainly determined by the foundation laid during his\her studies in higher school.
Therefore, in order to be effective the educational system must also change in
accordance with trends that determine the development of general education.

Problem solving effectiveness in most cases is provided by the
introduction of innovative educational technologies and active methods to the
educational process. Therefore, the problem of the use of innovative pedagogical
technologies in educational process of higher school is acquiring special
relevance today.

Analysis of recent scientific and educational research and
publications which started solving the problem has shown that the issue of
introduction of innovative educational technologies in the educational process of
higher education institutions is of great interest to reputable scientists and
educators-practitioners.

The following researchers have been the most active in this area:
G. Boychenko,  A. Hurevych, M. Huslova, M. Klarin,  B. Likhachev,
V. Mihelkevych, L. Ovchinnikova, O.Okuneva, G. Panfilova, V. Slastonin,
S. Sysoieva,  N. Talyzina, A. Faktorovych, V. Chechet, P. Erdniyev,
M. Shatalova, F. Yanushkevich, etc.

These researchers have investigated the main aspects of innovation in
terms of theory and practice of introduction of pedagogical science
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achievements and dissemination of best teaching practices, and problems of
innovative processes technologization in secondary school.

However, the issue of innovative pedagogical technologies use in
educational process of higher school, particularly in the process of studying of
Higher Mathematics by future professionals remains unsolved.

The purpose of the article is to review the main aspects of the
introduction of interactive teaching technologies in educational process of
higher school while studying the course of Higher Mathematics by future
experts.

In order to achieve the given objective, the following tasks must be
solved: to reveal the essence of the concept ‘pedagogical technology’, supply
examples of interactive teaching technologies in the study of Higher
Mathematics by future professionals, identify opportunities to implement
innovative technologies to systematize the students’ knowledge at practical
classes in Higher Mathematics.

The presentation of the main research material. The first step is to
determine what pedagogical technology is. The concept of ‘pedagogical
technology’ in the scientific and educational literature is interpreted as a type of
learning process that will resolve the problem of humanization of education
through the integration of theoretical knowledge and practical experience
(A. Faktorovych [11]); a set of principles, methods, and techniques applied by a
teacher based on his/her own personal and professional competence, culture and
activities (S. Vitvytska [1]); the system (set) of means and methods of
organization and management of educational and professional process that give
an opportunity to reach educational goals successfully (V. Chechet [12]); a
combination of tools and techniques reproducing theoretically grounded
learning, a way of achieving educational goals, which involve creating a unique
space of human relations that occur between a teacher and a student
(Y. Rapatsevych [7]).

Therefore, pedagogical technology involves combination of
methodological principles and study manuals; performance algorithm and
personal teaching experience, thus enabling the teacher to predict a variety of
educational situations, alter stereotypical educational models based on his/her
own high level of skill, methodological culture, and the author's interpretation of
theoretical and practical suggestions. In particular, the teacher’s activity should
be based not only on his/her professional pedagogical and psychological
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knowledge and skills, but also on personal artistic, cultural, and professional
characteristics of each student.

From the scientific and educational sources and from our own experience
it is known that pedagogical technology allows preliminary design of
educational and professional process of higher school.

Thus, in our pedagogical work we were guided by S. Vitvytska’s concept
according to which pedagogical technology combines aspects such as scientific
(pedagogical technology is an element of pedagogical science designing
educational processes in educational systems); procedural-narrative (description,
process algorithm, set of objectives, content, methods and ways to achieve
guaranteed results and intended purpose); procedural-operational (technological
process implementation, operation of personal, instrumental and
methodological, pedagogical methods) [1].

Moreover, we have considered A. Faktorovych’s idea [11], according to
which background of pedagogical technology implementation comprises highly
developed theoretical and methodological (ability to project the educational
process, its holistic vision, reflection, design) and technological (operation in a
particular educational situation) cultures of the teacher and ensure effectiveness
of results achievements.

As it is known, today in the process of training in higher educational
establishments it is necessary to implement traditional forms and methods of
teaching along with innovative technologies aimed at forming professional
abilities and skills of future professionals.

In particular, the scientific and pedagogical sources define pedagogical
innovation as “innovation in educational activities, changes in the content and
education technology aiming at increasing their efficiency” [7, p. 198].

Analysis of scientific and educational publications [2; 3; 4; 5; 6; 9; 10,
etc.] has shown that the main innovative pedagogical techniques include:

— information and communication technologies (impact of multimedia
technologies on integration of different subject areas, including the use of
electronic educational materials, video lectures, computer testing of knowledge,
etc.);

— personality-oriented technologies (fulfillment of professional and
personal potential of each student taking into consideration his/her individual
preferences and social requirements for professional training);

— project-based learning technology (creating conditions for independent
acquisition of knowledge and skills);
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— problem-based learning technology (combination of systematic
independent research of students with acquisition of complete knowledge);

— critical thinking technology (development of students’ critical thinking
through their interactive inclusion in the educational process and the formation
of their ability to ask new questions, work out various arguments, make
independent deliberate decisions);

— modular training technology (involves presenting training content in
logically complete information blocks (modules) in accordance with the set
didactic goals);

— technology of concentrated study (characterized by continuous studying
one discipline for days or weeks);

— distance learning technology (creation of active communication
between teachers and students using specialized information-educational
environment focused on information exchange over all distances via the
Internet);

— technology of simulation-modeling focus (implementation of
simulation games, business and role-playing scenarios related to the acquisition
of professional experience in solving personal problems and situations);

— case study (analysis of profession-related situations).

It is well-known that Higher Mathematics is one of the main scientific
foundations and effective instruments for the vast majority of general
theoretical, general engineering, medical, biological, economic and social
sciences. Knowledge of fundamentals of Higher Mathematics is necessary for
both successful mastering certain subjects and solving applied and research tasks
faced by future professionals of different areas. Forming appropriate
mathematical view and providing future professionals with methodological
apparatus, techniques of mathematical modeling of various situations determine
its effective functioning in the modern world of professionals.

In particular, in our pedagogical work we pay special attention to the
organization of educational work on mastering complex mathematical
knowledge using innovative methods and techniques of teaching.

Interactive learning technology has been chosen from a number of
methods. The choice is conditioned by the fact that due to this technology there
is the possibility of establishing a fruitful environment for self-development and
self-realization of future specialists. It is also an opportunity to move away from
traditional knowledge broadcast to the level of its active search through
students’ self-activation and self-regulation of their learning activities.
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Interactive learning which comprises these technologies is considered by
O. Pometun as a ‘created by a teacher learning environment in which the student
will individually discover, acquire and design his/her own knowledge and
expertise in various fields of life [8, p. 8]’. Its principles are: establishing
subject-subject relationship between teachers and students (parity); existence of
multilateral communication; construction of student’s knowledge; use of self-
assessment and feedback; ongoing active steps [8]. Technologies that provide
this are: interactive lectures, namely the use of the method of ‘question-answer’;
short presentations prepared by students who would reveal one of the issues
raised in the subject; testing; implementation during practical classes such forms
as ‘round table’, ‘workshop’ where students during the discussions solve
important professional problems based on their own independent developments;
debates, discussions, analysis of profession-oriented situations; converting
student’s self-study, individual research work as a mandatory component of
learning the subject; using during practical classes presentations, publications,
and web-sites prepared by students; use in the educational process of high
school role and business games, case studies, and ‘brainstorming’ that promote
activity and creativity of future professionals; conducting master classes and
trainings; extensive use of multimedia in the lectures and workshops, electronic
and various kinds of lectures support, providing students with educational
information on electronic media, Internet search etc., using elements of
simulation, reflection, and relaxation during some practical classes; new
approaches to monitoring and assessment of student’s achievement.

It should be noted that the use of interactive teaching technologies in the
study of Higher Mathematics requires from a teacher certain efforts to select the
content suitable for interactive work; define organizational forms of learning,
conducive to the use of interactive technologies; arrange prior students’
preparation for interactive work.

For example, let us consider the practice session, which is held before the
verification of knowledge on ‘Differential equations’.

The day before a group of 4 students is created, in each of which the
teacher assigns the student-consultant and works with him/her individually in
preparation for the lesson.

During the lesson the groups receive information packages that contain
the cards-tasks, additional cards designed by students-consultants under the
teacher’s guidance. The teacher acts as an expert.
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Each group receives a card of one of the following types: equation; type
of equation; way of solution.
For instance, the lesson covered the foIIowing equations:

a) 3x—xy'=0; b) y_——g C) y—=L=x’Inx;d) xy+yvJ1-x*=

e) y'-4y'-5y=0;f) xy +2y=3x2y2; g) y'-y'-6y=0.

The students make decisions on each of the equations after discussion of
the received task in each group. The students have 3 minutes to fill in the cards.
Then a representative from each group describes one of the equations given in
the card as directed by the teacher and writes down all the information from the
completed card on the board. At that time other groups make corrections and
supplement answers if needed, and then the students and the teacher discuss the
work done and grading.

Here is an example of another final practical lesson in Higher
Mathematics on ‘Indefinite integral’. It is well-known, that this issue contains a
lot of theory, but its practical application causes great difficulties. In order to
systematize and efficiently interiorize the students’ knowledge on the methods
of integration, we have organized the work on the model of ‘brainstorming’.

The purpose of this form of work is to improve the cognitive activity;
update and systematize students' knowledge on the mentioned topic; form a
coherent perception of the material studied; teach to help one another, conduct a
dialogue and find common solutions.

The students were previously informed about this form of the final lesson
on this topic, aimed to prepare for module testing. They were provided with a
list of questions and examples of integrals for self-study. Preparation lasted for 3
weeks. To do this, 5 students with different levels of knowledge were selected to
be an expert group. Each representative of the expert group chose the topic on
which he was the main expert. During the lesson, the students were divided into
4 groups of 5 people each.

The cards with the tasks are on the teacher’s desk. There are 5 types of
cards; each is an example of the application of a particular method of
integration, or a representative of the class of functions that are integrated in
some way:

card 1: I—; card 2: I 4X 1)dx :

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One by one students from each group took the card and recorded the
example. The task is to determine the method of finding indefinite integral and
explain the process of decision. If there was a problem, the student asked his
group for help, while other groups had an opportunity to participate in the
discussion, give advice, make suggestions, etc. The student had to bring a
solution to the answer. No more than two students were allowed at the board.
The teacher was not an active participant in this process, but he acted as a
coordinator and observer. Work with each example lasted for 10-15 minutes;
totally 5 examples were solved.

The last stage of ‘Summing up’ was the most emotional and meaningful
to each student. Performance evaluation was performed at three levels: personal
evaluation (self-evaluation), the experts’ evaluation, the teacher’ evaluation. The
criteria for evaluation were as follows: theoretical validity and completeness of
response, ability to navigate in theory, level of integration technology, the ability
to follow advice, the ability to ask questions, the ability to work in a team.

It has been found that working together and conducting a constructive
dialogue not only lead to improving the quality of acquired knowledge and
expanding the methodology of knowledge search, but also unite students helping
to establish cooperation, realize personal mistakes and assess the level of their
own knowledge.

This interactive form of conducting lessons helps to systematize
knowledge, develop the students' ability to analyze, compare, synthesize and,
consequently, identify the type of equation or integral by appearance, and
actively stimulate cognitive activity.

However, it should be mentioned that the illiterate use of technologies,
apparently similar to the interactive ones, can lead to excessive dependence
between group members, emergence of unhealthy competition and even
conflicts.

Thus, the use of interactive pedagogical technologies in teaching Higher
Mathematics in higher educational establishments requires a thorough study of
the ways of selecting the content of educational material on Higher Mathematics
suitable for the use of interactive technologies; selecting organizational forms of
learning that promote the use of interactive technologies; rational combining of
traditional technologies in terms of educational and professional process
management.

Conclusions. Summarizing the above-mentioned, it should be stressed
that the educational and professional process of higher school requires a rational
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use of traditional teaching methods, and development of new educational
technologies. As the use of traditional forms of education aimed only to transfer
a certain amount of knowledge is not intensifying internal motivation of students
to self-management of learning activities. The conditions for the growth of
creative and research potential of future professionals are created through the
introduction of innovative information technology.

In addition, the use of interactive technologies in the educational process
of higher school will enable to significantly improve the overall quality of
training future professionals, will enrich the process of formation of their
competencies and scientific worldview and ensure their future competitiveness
in the global labor market.

Prospects for further investigations in the research area. It is advisable
to implement innovative educational technologies in the training of future
professionals and track the results experimentally. It is necessary to conduct a
qualitative analysis of formation of creative skills and explore the process of
personal development of a professional with regard to his/her future professional
performance. It is of crucial importance to pursue research on the influence of
interactive technologies on the level of professional competence of future
professionals to develop the methodological basis for their implementation.

The article traces, on the result of historic-pedagogical sources analysis,
genesis of university press during the second half of the XIX — beginning of the XXI
centuries. Taking into consideration of social-political factors, tendencies of the
national high education evolution and the tasks for the press, there has been defined
the functioning specificity of university newspapers and journals at different historical
stages. It has been proved that such organs of the press performed the function of a
“chronicler” of the university life, “blew the whistle” about problem places in the
preparation on future specialists, emphasizing the questions of organization of the
educational process in a university, professional orientation work and work experience
internship, self-organization of the students’ life, dwelling in hostels (dorms) and
others. Grounding on the study and systematization of materials, published in
newspapers of prominent universities of Ukraine in the researched period, there have
been defined means of their influence on the process of professional development of
future specialists.

elementary education, labor education and others); realization of medical rehabilitation
and preventive measures (assistance for the sick, the insane, the disabled, the blind, the
deaf and the dumb, the health care by complying with hygiene standards) the ensuring
of basic necessities of life (housing, clothing, food) and the promotion of personal
development (providing the necessary tools, toys and etc.), as well as the charity as the
means of solving the major problems of social protection of children and young
people.

Zhang Long. The system of measures for teachers continuous personal and
professional development in the People's Republic of China. The system of actions
for continuous personality-professional development of a teacher which is embodied
by every school in the PRC has been reviewed. Main target groups (inexperienced
teachers, young teachers, experienced seniority teachers) and aspects of such work
have been singled out. Aspects of work with every target group foresee the realization
of the subjectness principle: inexperienced teachers — adaptation at the workplace (the
first year of work) and professional development (the following three years); young
teachers (from four to six years of pedagogical seniority) — development of ability for
team work and leadership skills, mastering of methodical knowledge and skills,
studying the pedagogical experience of colleagues and acquisition of personal
experience; for experienced teachers (after six years of work) — mastering professional
mastership and transfer of experience to the youth in education, mentoring.

The current state of ethnic-national structure of the population of Ukraine and
Kharkiv region has been defined. On the basis of the concept documents analysis (The
Concept of the Civil Education of an Individual, the Concept of the Humanitarian
Development of Ukraine, the Concept of National-Patriotic education of children and
the youth, and others) along with contemporary educational programs (“The Culture of
the Good Neighbourliness”, “A Person in a Poly-cultural Society”, “The Basics of the
Good Neighbourliness”, “The Comparative-culturological ethnic pedagogics” and
others) a survey of prospect development models has been made under conditions of
ethno-cultural diversity of the Ukrainian society.

Ideas by J. Banks as for the polycultural education model and the principle of
the double entrance of a component into the system (V. Lednev) are laid into the
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ground of creating a multi-cultural educational environment, which enforces formation
of the readiness for professional activity in the condition of ethno-cultural diversity of
the modern society among future pedagogues. The foreign students’ contingent
resource — the carriers of different cultures — has been offered to be involved in the
process of intercultural competence formation of future pedagogues more actively.

Key words: education, culture, ethno-cultural diversity, society, training,
upbringing, intercultural competence.

The problem statement. Migration processes, which are specific
practically for every region of the planet, have changed the ethno-political world
map to a great extent, having left almost no homogeneous states in ethno-
cultural meaning. Therefore, activization of the intercultural communication
processes in all aspects of the life of society both at the international and
national levels, as well as the increase of their social-political, social-economic,
social-cultural meaning is a particularly distinctive feature of the modern world.

The outlined tendencies are inherent in the modern Ukrainian society as
well. So, the generalities of the project of the Concept of the State Ethno-
National Policy of Ukraine directly emphasize the sweeping demographical
changes of quantitative as well as qualitative character, which, in the terms of
globalization occur in the ethno-cultural structure of the Ukrainian society: “the
quantity of all existing ethnic components of the people of Ukraine is changing,
there occurs the appearance and growth of the number of national minorities,
which have chosen Ukraine to be their recent permanent residence” [15].

The analysis of the main research works and publications, which
commenced the solution of the given problem. In accordance with All-
Ukrainian population census of 2001 [17], on the territory of our country there
lived 134 peoples [see table 1], on the territory of Kharkiv region there live
representatives of 111 ethnic groups [18] [see table 2].

The fact of multi-ethnic diversity of Ukraine is not new to Ukraine.
Representatives of different peoples have settled on its territory for ages.
Particularly, according to the information of the reference book “Ethnic-National
Structure of the Ukrainian Society” [1]: Greeks — since the middle of the I
millennium AD, Armenians — since the IV century, Byelorussians — since early
Dark ages, Germans — since the end of the X century, Poles — since the XI
century, Romanians and Czechs — since the XIII century, Gagauzes — since the
end of the XIV century, Roms — since the middle of the XV century, Georgians —
since the 40" of the XVI1I century, Estonians — since 1861, and so on.

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Along with this, Ukraine today has to deal with a surge of the modern
migration, which has brought on its land bearers of various, sometimes rather
not widely known cultures.

A typical for the contemporary world activization of commerce and
tourism, international cooperation of scientists and artists, mobility of qualified
specialists, students and athletes, economic and forced migration entail the
presence of a considerable number of foreigners on the territory of Ukraine.
After the adoption the Law of Ukraine “About Immigration” (2001) [3] there
has been traced a stable tendency to increasing the number of immigrants and
people willing to receive Ukraine immigration permit. Alongside with this, the
legislation of our country guarantees them the same rights and freedoms as for
the citizens of Ukraine, expecting them to abide those duties, unless otherwise is
provided by the Constitution and other legislation of Ukraine, as well as
international treaties of Ukraine [4]. Moreover, the Law “About the Legal Status
of Foreigners and Stateless Persons” states that “foreigners and stateless people
are equal to the law regardless their origin, social and property status, racial and
nationality, gender, religious beliefs, type and character of occupation, other
issues” [4].

Besides, “foreigners and stateless persons, who permanently reside in
Ukraine, and who have been give the refugee status in Ukraine; have a right for
education equally with citizens of Ukraine. All other foreigners and stateless
persons pay for their education, unless otherwise provided by legislation of
Ukraine and international treaties of Ukraine. Foreigners and stateless persons
admitted to educational institutions of Ukraine have rights and obligations of
pupils and students in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine” [4].

The aim of the article is to notice perspective strategies of the
development of education in the terms of ethno-cultural diversity of the
contemporary society of Ukraine.

The main material statement. While trying to modernize national
systems of education in accordance with present day challenges, governmental
officials, scholars, pedagogues of different countries are developing numerous
theoretical and practical approaches towards solving problems of preparation of
the young generation for efficient life activity in the conditions of cultural
heterogeneity of the modern society. Let us take under close consideration the
most interesting and perspective in our opinion international experience, which
could be useful for Ukrainian pedagogues. As the push for development
concepts and models of multi-cultural/poly-cultural/intercultural education was
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the factual poly-ethnicity of the society, the first practical step was the
development of the national minorities " education concept that was extensively
developing in the USA at the end of the 60" — beginning of the 70" of the XX
century. It proclaimed educational rights and possibilities for all citizens. There
began to be formed schools and classes for children of ethnic minorities’
representatives. Courses of ethnic history, art, native languages were included
into the curriculum content in such educational establishments. But the
experience showed that such approach sometimes led to a greater isolation,
ethno-cultural detachment of minority groups.

Instead, there was introduced the idea of poly-ethnic education, which
was to solve tasks of socialization of the young generation and foresaw the
studying of a number surrounding cultures and acquisition of abilities to interact
with their representatives in a constructive way. According to a famous
American researcher G. Baker, it is the poly-ethnic education that has to be the
background of poly-culture [28].

Along with this the explanation of cultural diversity given by G. Baker is
of great interest. She believes it covers cultural differences of ethnic and racial
minorities, religious groups, language, gender differences, age peculiarities and
peculiarities, conditioned by physical and mental handicaps [29].

The concept of poly-cultural education, developed by an American
researcher J. Banks in the beginning of the 80™ of the XX century, remains
timely for the modern Ukrainian system of education (as well as for pedagogues
of all post-Soviet states). The author saw its task in the following: 1) to help
students understand their belonging to a certain culture or to several cultures; 2)
to help develop understanding and comprehension of other cultures; 3) to
encourage students for participating in the life of various cultural groups; 4) to
help students realize their individual people’s potential as much as possible [30].

The principles of poly-cultural education contain the following ideas:
1. Poly-cultural education is a process. 2. Poly-cultural approach in education
has to be general and compulsory. 3. The content of poly-cultural education is
determined by peculiarities of a certain social surroundings (society). 4. All the
members of the school community have to be involved into the process of poly-
cultural education. 5. Special training of the pedagogical staff, parents and
leaders of ethnic communities for realization of ideas of poly-cultural education
IS necessary and obligatory. 6. Poly-cultural education has to begin with
understanding by students of their personal ethnic belonging. 7. Poly-cultural
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education does not have to be limited by certain time frames. 8. Poly-cultural
ideas have to be integrated into the content of school education [30].

It is significant that the concept of multiculturalism, started in the USA,
has changed the so called “melting pot” concept, according to which all ethnic-
cultural diversity is to “melt” in the due time into absolutely new all-American
national culture as to its quality. But life has refuted theoretical predictions. It
has become clear, that the majority of ethnic cultures successfully withstand
assimilation policy [21]. It is important to note that the history of building up
interethnic, intercultural relations in the former USSR and the United States of
America has some certain similar features.

Nowadays, in Ukraine, by definition of a Ukrainian researcher
O. Kovalchuk, the education, directed onto preservation, development and
interaction of all variety of cultural values, norms, patterns and forms of activity,
which exist in a certain society, onto the descent of this legacy to the younger
generation, education of tolerance and ability to live in a poly-cultural society, is
called poly-cultural education. The main idea of poly-cultural education is the
principle of a dialogue and interaction of various cultures, which foresees that
own culture is fully understood only while interaction, being in a dialogue with
different cultures, when peculiarities of each individual culture become evident
and understandable. In the contemporary conditions the interaction of cultures is
characterized mainly by the fact that universal aspects help better understand the
value of the “own”, to better understand its uniqueness (in comparison), to
discover new aspects of its functioning and the prognosis of the growth [5,
p. 28].

A number of concept documents specify the ideas of poly-cultural
education as for different aspects of spiritual life of the modern Ukrainian
society.

Thus, the Concept of Citizen Education [7], taking under consideration
the poly-ethnicity of the state of Ukraine, proclaims, that joining of different
ethnic groups and regions of Ukraine for the development and improvement of a
sovereign, democratic state, a civil society, is possible only on the basis of
democratic values. Along with this among the leading principles of the civil
education of the young generation we have reasons to focus our attention on the
following:

— the principle of cultural correspondence, which envisages organic unity
of the civil education with the history and the culture of the people, their
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language, national traditions and rites, which provide spiritual integrity,
succession and heredity of generations;

— the principle of interculturality, which envisages integration of the
Ukrainian national culture into the context of all-state, European and Universal
values, into universal culture. The realization of this principle means that in the
process of civil education there must be provided conditions for individuality
formation, deep-rooted into the national ground and simultaneously open for
other cultures, ideas and values. Only an individual like this is capable of
preserving his/her national identity, as he/she deeply understands the national
culture as an integral part of the world culture.

Among the tasks of the civil education, the Concept highlights:

— formation of the intercultural mentality, susceptibility to the cultural
pluralism, general human values, tolerant attitude towards different cultures and
traditions;

— formation of a negative attitude towards different types of violence;
active prevention of tendencies before manifestations of destructive nationalism,
demonstrations of chauvinism, fascism, messianic spirits.

Formation of interethnic relations takes an important place in the content
of the civil education. The culture of interethnic relations is, as it goes out of the
Concept, the realization of interdependent interests and spiritual life on the
principles of liberty, equality, mutual assistance, peace, tolerance.

The culture of interethnic relations displays itself in the respect of rights,
unique identity of big and small peoples: in preparations of an individual for
conscious life in the free democratic society; readiness and ability to
compromise with different ethnic, religious groups for social peace in the
country.

According to the main principles of the Concept, civil education also has
to stimulate the development of the planetary consciousness, which foresees the
feeling of unity and uniqueness of the life on the Earth, the respect to all
peoples, their rights, interests and values; the understanding of the world as a
unity and diversity, the system of states, which have to co-exist in peace,
cooperate in the conditions of freedom, on the background a moral ideals,
humanization of international relations, acknowledgement of human, nation,
peoples’ rights as a main priority; constant attention to the world problems.

One of the key ideas of the Concept is intercultural education, which
provides for learning of variety of cultures, bringing up the respect and the
feeling of dignity among representatives of different cultures, regardless their
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racial or ethnic origin, understanding the interrelations and interference of
universal and national cultural components in a wide meaning.

The project of the Concept of humanitarian development of Ukraine
(2008), developed by the National institute of strategic researches [8], issuing
from the fact that our state is a European state because of its civilizational
belonging, thus, it should rely upon European human-centric system of values in
its growth. Among the main principles of humanitarian growth of the nation
there was defined the fullest use and development of cultural heritage of the
nation in the versatility of the ties with other national cultures, openness for
intercultural interaction with the idea of provision of a decent place for Ukraine
in the European and Global Humanitarian Scope. By doing this, in the opinion
of the authors of the Concept, the society has to acknowledge the
comprehension of Ukrainian culture as a mix of cultures of all national
minorities and ethnic groups, integrated into one cultural organism.

Within this framework, the following aspects are referred to the main
tasks in the sphere of humanitarian development:

— preservation and development of the cultural variety of language-
ethnic-religious components of the contemporary UkKrainian society as a
powerful resource of humanitarian development, cultural enrichment of the
nation;

— recognition of the growth priority, support and expansion of the sphere
of the title ethnic group functioning culture — an intriguing factor of national
identity, the basis of the constant development of the Ukrainian state-nation.

The Project of the Concept of the national-patriotic education of children
and the youth for 2015-2019 [9] is based on the recognition of the fact that in
Ukraine there is being formed a united political nation. Coming from this point,
national-patriotic education does not have to cultivate ideas of cultural
imperialism, i.e. a way of the world observation through the eyes of the own
culture. Thus, it is very important to provide students with understanding of
cultural diversity, tolerant attitude towards other cultural values, understanding
of historical backgrounds of regional and national-linguistic peculiarities of
Ukraine.  National-patriotic education does not have to facilitate
misunderstanding of national minorities of Ukraine and other nations. For
realization of the principle it is of the outmost importance to emphasize the
cooperation of different nations, to demonstrate the development of Ukrainian
nation by the way of interaction with other nations, to highlight instances of
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peaceful living together and mutual help of representatives of different
nationalities [9].

The leading idea of the project of the Concept of the national-patriotic
education is the inurement of national and European values to children and the
youth, among which are tolerant attitude towards values and beliefs of
representatives of other culture, regional and national-linguistic peculiarities,
and existing cultural variety in Ukraine [9].

One of the successful tries to generalize the present experience of poly-
cultural education and to adapt it to the realiae of the present day Ukraine was
made by the authors of a scientific-methodical text-book for university teachers
of the facultative course for students of social-humanitarian specialties “A
Person in the Poly-cultural Society” [11]. Particularly, the text-book authors
understand poly-culture of Ukrainian education as a system of education and
training, according to which those who study receive theoretical and practical
knowledge and skills within the framework of two or more cultures, which differ
in their cognitive and informational, ethnic-social, ethnic-psychological,
religious-confessional, linguistic and other peculiarities [11, p. 11].

Providing personal understanding of the notion “poly-cultural education”,
the authors of the text-book define it as a process of directed socialization of
children and the youth, which foresees mastering of the system of national and
general-cultural values, communicative and empathic skills, which allow a
person to perform intercultural interaction, to show understanding of the
“difference” and tolerance in the relationship with bearers of different cultural
traditions [11, p.11].

Along with this, the authors of the text-book point out, that education in
the poly-cultural society of Ukraine nowadays has to form a special way of
thinking in the students, which is based on the ideas of liberty, justice, equality
between people, reverence to rights and freedoms of all social groups,
communities and partnerships. This interdisciplinary process has to go through
all disciplines of the educational curriculum, not only through certain courses; it
has to be reflected in the methods and strategies of education.

Among the tasks of the poly-cultural education there are stated the
following items:

— formation in students of a conscious positive value orientation of an
individual as for own history, poly-cultural by nature;

— education their reverence of history and culture of other people and
ethnic groups, susceptibility of the variety of social and cultural surrounding as a
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value, formation of the tolerant attitude to cultural and other differences,
tolerance to a different lifestyle and behavior, based on understanding of the
differences; understanding of the necessities of preservation of the variety of
cultures as a condition of homogeneity of the world; admitting equality of
citizens regardless their ethnic, linguistic, confessional belonging, the right of a
person for free personal cultural self-identification — parallel with the creation of
conditions for adaptation and integration of people to the new culture, which is
peculiar to the city, region, country community; formation of the student’s
ability for self-determination and self-identification;

— widening of the world outlook limits of future specialists, the
development of the ability to realize the relativity of thoughts which rein in the
society, to critically analyze any information, cliché, stereotypes, one-sided
images of other people and their cultures, to avoid mistaken conclusions;
formation of the ability to analyze systems of values and norms as for their level
of certain historical importance for certain types of activities, to integrate
elements of other cultures into the own system of thinking and values;

— to acquire experience by students, social directions and value
orientations onto international communication and exchange [11, p. 11-12].

In our opinion, one of the most effective ways of preparation of younger
generation for efficient life activity in a multicultural society (which has already
proved its efficiency in practice) is the introduced in the Autonomous Republic
of Crimea integrated course “The Culture of Good Neighbourliness” [16]. Its
idea is educating socially competent, critically thinking and tolerant individuals,
conscious citizens and patriots of Ukraine, who know the native country well,
who are proud of it, willing and being able to govern its life activity responsibly,
to save and increase its natural, economic and cultural potential.

While developing the course there was studied and generalized
experience, gained in the process of organization and conduct of summer “peace
camps”, “round tables”, seminars, and conferences on the questions of
multicultural education, tolerance and interethnic intercourse. The educational
course “The Culture of Good Neighbourliness” consists of the regional program
of intercultural education of pre-school children and twelve interrelated and
structurally similar programs for 1-12 forms (35 hours a year), each has own
name, which reflects the leading idea of the content part of the course in a
certain form. Each course is composed of such the following theme blocs:
geography, regional history, material and spiritual culture of the people of the
peninsula; world religions; decorative and applied arts, trades, traditional way of
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life and etiquette; “language of the neighbor”; axiology; conflict resolution
techniques and meditation; regional historical and retrieval-research work [16].

The logical continuation of the program of the educational course “The
Culture of Good Neighbourliness” which is according to its results of probing
was approved and recommended by the Ministry of education and science of
Ukraine for the use at a certain level, is a special course “The Basics of Good
Neighbourliness” for university students [13].

The course is based on generalizing theoretical works that are present in
the specialized literature, has problematic and applied character, aimed to
provide students with necessary knowledge, abilities and skills in the sphere of
intercultural interaction, to develop the ability to analyze intercultural situation,
to guide it efficiently, to accept the importance of the variety of ideas and
positions. In the process of its comprehension, students learn to understand the
importance of cultural differences in the cross-national context, to identify
different attitudes towards time and space, information, taking decisions and
leadership. The course allows expending skills of discernment and critical
attitude towards stereotypes and prejudice as to values of other cultures on the
backgrounds of the knowledge about peculiarities of the geographical
surroundings, history, linguistic-cultural situation in the region, traditional
culture of ethnic groups, which inhabit that region [13].

The Ministry of education and science of Ukraine in the cooperation with
the office of the OSCE High Commissioner on National Minorities during July-
August 2014 in Kharkiv, Lviv, Kherson regions and in the city of Kyiv held a
research and express analysis of the situation as for satisfying educational needs
of national minorities’ representatives, and also the studying of possibilities of
expanding intercultural education and upbringing of tolerance by introducing the
course  “The Culture of Good Neighbourliness”. In connection with
exacerbation of the social-political situation on the East of the country because
of Russian aggression, relocation of a part of the citizens from temporarily
occupied territories of Ukraine and the necessity for development of the
humanitarian education, the culture of the dialogue and tolerance among
children and adults, and interregional cooperation and formation of the civil
identity of children and the youth, regarding recommendations of OSCE High
Commissioner’s Office experts on National Minorities, MES of Ukraine has
recommended to create in Kharkiv, Lviv, Kherson regions and in the city of
Kyiv creative groups for program adaptation and scientific-methodical complex
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of the course “The Culture of Good Neighbourliness” for educational
establishments of all levels.

In Kharkiv National Pedagogical University starting from 1996 has been
performed training of future primary school teachers and preschool facilities
teachers for professional activity in the conditions of ethnic-cultural diversity of
the modern society, including — the work on formation of intercultural
competence of future pedagogues [24]. The main principle, which has to realize
at full extent in the process of content construction of such preparatory work, is
the principle of double introduction of components into the general system [10,
p.49]. The formation of intercultural competence has to be introduced in the
curriculum, firstly, explicitly — in the form of a separate educational course (in
H.S. Skovoroda KNPU this is the course of comparative-culturological ethnic
pedagogics for future primary school teachers and pre-school teachers [26], and
also the course of “The Basics of Good Neighbourliness”, which is on the
development stage), secondly, implicitly — in different sided inter-disciplinary
connections, practical preparation, scientific-research and public activity of
students and so on.

The models of content formation in the terms of poly-cultural ideas,
mentioned above, that were worked out by J. Banks appear to become
theoretically meaningful for our research [30]. J. Banks’s concept foresees four
levels of their implementation:

The first level or model “A” are educational courses, that reflect views
only of English or American (in the first case — Ukrainian) researchers. In the
instructional material there are found only references about certain personalities,
cultural events or achievements, which have some relation towards one or the
other minorities.

The second level or, according to J. Banks, model “B” is based on the
additive (supplementary) approach. The ethnic component (courses of history
studies and the culture of Afro-Americans, Mexican-Americans, special topics
and lessons, devoted to ethnic groups and so on) supplements the main content,
which remains English-American in its basis.

The third level or model “C” is a transformational approach. It foresees
the reconstruction of the educational course with the view of providing students
(pupils) with a possibility to get acquainted with all topics and concepts of the
course from the position of different cultural (ethnic) approaches, so, to draw
personal world outlook conclusions. According to J. Banks’s beliefs, English-
American point of view, or the point of view of the majority, is one ranked in the
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relation with the others. The study of any period, for example, colonial, does not
come down only to its description from the point of view of English-American
historians and writers. On the contrary, pupils (students) are acquainted with the
way how historians — of the Indian tribe origin, describe the colonial period;
analyze, if their vision differs greatly from the vision of English-American
historians, why it happens.

The fourth level or model “D” is the formation of the education content,
which is based on the social cooperation. Pupils (students) while performing
educational projects can participate in solving problems which are discussed in
the educational course. The “D” model is described by J. Banks as the final aim
of the education content modernization. Schoolchildren (students) study history
and current events in the multiethnic perspective from the point of view of
ethnic groups, which inhabit other states. The analysis of world practice of
Ukrainian general education and higher pedagogic institutions shows that model
“A” dominates in the content of education, sometimes model “B”. Thus, to
tackle the problem of future teachers’ training for efficient professional activity
in the terms of ethnic diversity of the contemporary society modernization
changes of the professional pedagogic education in accordance with poly-
cultural education models “C” and “D” are required. Along with this, as it
become clear from the experience of educational institutions of the developed
countries of the West as for realization of the ideas of poly-culture, it is
important to expand ethnic pluralism not only on the educational process, but on
to the out of class activity, decoration of facilities, meaning on to the entire
organization of an educational institution.

A logical continuation of ideas by J. Banks and his followers have to
become the addressing to the problem, popular in educational circles, of
educational environment creation. In the context of our research, under
educational environment we understand a part of social-cultural space, the zone
of interaction [our italics, K.Y.] of educational systems, their elements,
educational material and subjects of educational processes [12, p. 91]. In such a
case the notion of “educational environment” reflects interrelation of conditions,
which provide education of a personality, but, in distinction from the notion of
“educational space” (in understanding by V. Kozyrev [6]), it envisages the
obligatory presence of the subject of education, interinfluence, interaction of the
surroundings with a personality [14, p. 29].

We have all conditions to speak about the necessity and pedagogical
advisability of the use of the educational-training potential, created by the
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presence of students-foreigners in the list of many Ukrainian higher educational.
Particularly, there is an exquisite opportunity for Ukrainian students of these
universities to acquire the experience of “live” communication with
representatives of different cultures.

In H. S. Skovoroda KNPU there are students and postgraduate students
form more than 20 countries of the CIS and abroad. There are held days of
culture of origin of students-foreigners and countries, the languages of which
(11 European and Oriental languages) are being studied in the university. With
the idea of formation of skills communication with representatives of different
ethnic cultures among students, and overcoming possible negatively coloured
ethnic stereotypes and superstitions in their consciousness, we successfully use
practical lessons in the format of a Living Library. A “Living Library” is an
interactive technology, which illustrates multiculturality of the modern world
and puts into practice the idea of intercultural dialogue, as it triggers the start of
live communication between people — representatives of different ethnic
cultures [2].

In H.S. Skovoroda KNPU practical classes of the “Comparative-
culturological ethnic pedagogics” course in the format of a Living Library are
held twice a year for second year students of the faculty of pre-school education.
Second year students become Readers, and Live books are foreigners, post-
graduate students, and students of different faculties of this university,
representatives from Azerbaijan, Algeria, Bulgaria, Vietnam, Georgia, PRC,
Congo, South Korea, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan [27]. At the lessons in the form of
Living Library future teachers and kindergarteners:

— gain experience of personal communication with representatives of
different ethnic cultures;

— practice abilities of benevolent and open exchange of ideas in the
process of intercultural interaction;

— learn to treat representatives of other cultures in a tolerant way;

— acquire the knowledge of the cultures and traditions of different people,
including — traditions of upbringing and child-minding;

— overcome cultural barriers and ethnic stereotypes about national
minorities representatives.

It is important to pay attention, that the Living Library format was
originated as an extra-curriculum activity, that is why the adaptation of the
model to the conditions of the educational process of a pedagogical university
can be considered as an absolute innovation, There were recorded impressions in
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the process of interviewing and questioning which appear to be bright and
emotional caused by communication, received by Readers, Live Books and
organizers of the classes, and they prove this interactive technology to be highly
efficient. The experience of holding classes in the format of the Living Library
vouches, that taking part in them encourages the further informal
communication of students from different countries. We know examples of
friendship between former Readers and Live Books, and also of those who
participated in the activity as Live Books. Students’ communication —
representatives of different countries — continues in social networks, where the
circle of friends widens greatly. [25].

The provided fact means to give grounds to the hope, that interactive
technology of the “Living Library” will take the right place in the methodical
arsenal of Ukrainian pedagogical university teachers, and will facilitate the
realization of the environmental approach in training of future teachers and
kindergarteners towards professional activity in the conditions of ethnic-cultural
diversity of the contemporary world.

Conclusions. The given review provides backgrounds for drawing
conclusions that in the contemporary conditions of ethnic-cultural diversity of
the society three main strategies of the educational environment are available:
assimilation (ethnic leveling), which can potentially lead to the loss of ethnic-
cultural uniqueness by groups and diffusivity of the ethnic identity of the person;
segregated (ethnic-differentiating), which hypothetically facilitates ethnic-
cultural identity, improvement of the positive valency of the ethnic identity
among representatives of the ethnic group, but, according to conclusions, drawn
by E. Chjornyj, also causes the development of accented forms of the ethnic
self-consciousness, to the increase of ethnic-isolating tendencies and to
problems in adaptation of a personality in the multicultural society [20, p. 13];
poly-cultural (ethnic-integrated) strategy, which potentially promotes the growth
of uniqueness of ethnic cultures while preserving a certain integration beginning
(joint social-cultural space, shared language of intercultural intercourse and so
on) and leads to the formation of such personality qualities as tolerance and
poly-cultural/inter-cultural competence.

Along with this, the recent events in Ukraine have absolutely shifted the
accents in the whole Ukrainian social-humanitarian discourse. Nowadays, we
have become the witnesses of processes which completely change the stated
visions as for individual and group identities, the processes of categorization in
the field of “us-them”, intergroup interactions and so on. As stated by a civil
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society leader, a member of Kharkiv Human Rights group, the director of the
Independent cultural centre “Indie” Boris Zakharov, “during Euromaidan
Ukrainians became more tolerant to other ethnic groups and nations, people with
a different skin colour, representatives of other religions and confessions... The
monitoring, performed by human rights activists, indicates that the topic of
xenophobia — intolerant ethnic, racial, religious, sexual and so on — has moved to
the background. Xenophobia in Ukraine changed its “targets”: there have
increased intolerance because of political views, sympathies™ [22].

Thus, for scientists — psychologists, sociologists, and pedagogues — there
Is a new research field. And for teachers, who work in the sphere of socialization
of the younger generation in the terms of the cultural variety of the modern
society upbringing of tolerance and intercultural competence, there appear new
challenges and new horizons for the creative search.
