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An extended abstract of a paper on the subject of:
“Waldorf School: the system-synergetic approach”

The article reveals the main aspects of use of the system-synergetic approach to analysis
of Waldorf school which is the example of relevant embodiment of the synergetic paradigm in
educational process. Different levels of organization and activity of Waldorf educational es-
tablishment have been investigated. It has been ascertained that Waldorf school as a social
institution, being fundamentally free and self-governing, is the example of open educational
system which is free from dictates and monopoly of state and governing educational authori-
ties. The leading role in organization of intraschool government belongs not to headmaster
but to two main forms of self-government, namely: pedagogical board (weekly teachers’ con-
ferences) and teacher-parent board (it represents legal interests of school, determining and
regulating its economic and legal balance).

It has been shown that anthroposophic image of man, who develops, was formed by
R. Shteiner and allows to consider a human being as a synergetic system, that is as combined
effect of different subsystems (elements, factors, processes, etc.). The image of man is based
on certain main ideas. They are: man is considered to be an integral, body-soul-spiritual be-
ing whose mental structure is in unity of thinking, feeling and will and is formed in educa-
tional process; there is hierarchical space-time structuredness and subordination of physical
and spiritual-soul functions and activities in which the supreme principle of a man — his own
“I"” (spiritual individuality, the essential spiritual core) — has the priority role; there is close
correlation between spiritual expressions and organic processes in human body: thinking is
based on neuro-sensory system, feelings and emotions are based on rhythmic system (system
of respiratory organs and blood circulation), will is based on the processes of metabolism
and movement organs; human development is considered to be a rhythmic (with a period of
7 years) process of interrelated body-soul-spiritual quantitative and qualitative transfor-
mations (metamorphoses) in the structure of human. Taking into account the anthroposophic
ideas, the content of the key synergetic concepts (attractor, bifurcation, fluctuation, “reso-
nance effect”, fractality) has been revealed; the forms of expression of fractality of human
image have been characterized (they are organization of man as microcosm that reflects mac-
rocosm; the structure of man; the connection between ontogenesis and phylogenesis; connec-
tion and interplay of processes of age formation in certain rhythms, etc).

It has been determined that Waldorf educational process is synergetic interaction and
coherence of student’s internal intentions and external (pedagogical) impacts, which is
achieved by the choice of pedagogical approaches and means that adequately meet the needs
and opportunities of students of certain age, namely: interdisciplinarity and transdisciplinari-
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ty of the educational content which is a fundamental triad of academic, artistic-practical,
craft and applied disciplines and adequately reflects connection between ontogenesis and
phylogenesis (for instance, due to its strict compliance with the level of development of child’s
consciousness); intensified effect of complex use of forms and methods of students’ mastering
the educational content. These forms and methods aim at unity of learning processes and
emotional-volitional activity, optimal combination of individual approach to student and col-
lective educational work.

It has been noted that rhythmic organization of pedagogical process is particularly im-
portant. It means planning of school year, week, day and lessons with a focus on natural hu-
man physiological rhythms (breathing, memorizing and forgetting, sleeping and wake, alter-
nation of human capacity to concentrate and need for activity). Such organization of educa-
tional process and other Waldorf forms and methods (artistic teaching in conditions of re-
stricted use of traditional textbooks, active-practical projects, use of differentiational exercis-
es for children with different types of temperament, etc.) provide resonant interaction between
pedagogical efforts and child’s internal needs, allow to coordinate strength and level of ped-
agogical influence on personal individual-social development.

It has been emphasized that the synergies of Waldorf education can be also enhanced by
organization of such interaction “student-teacher” that is focused on unity of the processes of
development and self-development of child and teacher’s personality, coevolution of student
and pedagogue.
