LINGUISTIC DEVIATIONS IN MEDIA DISCOURSE

The relevance of the research. The influence on the mass consciousness in the
communication space is recognized as one of the significant technological
achievements of today, and the field of mass media is impossible to imagine.

The research of language means of manipulative influence gives the ability to
understand the nature of the latest media discourse. The manipulations are carried
out by means of actual linguistic (semantic) manipulations, implications, ambiguity,
emotional vocabulary, determination, rethinking slogans, etc. Language clichés act
as constructs of media communication, framing various situations recognized as
common in society rules and regulations.

The conclusion is knowledge of clichés in the Ukrainian mass media space is
important for understanding its influence.
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The perspectives are to find out the phenomenon of speech manipulation in
the modern media communication; to determine manipulative possibilities of
language clichés in the latest media discourse.
