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ART EDUCATION BASED ON TRADITIONAL HERITAGE:
THE EXPERIENCE OF CHINA AND UKRAINE

Today, in the socio-cultural development of virtually all countries worldwide, we observe the interplay of
two divergent trends: modernization and civilization globalization, which inexorably homogenize lifestyles, and
regionalization as an aspiration to preserve traditional cultural heritage. This dichotomy is also discernible in the
case of the People's Republic of China.

Following the tumultuous consequences of the «Cultural Revolution» up until the early 1980s, New China,
guided by the principles of Deng Xiaoping, opened itself to modernization, turned its face towards the world and the
future, and by the 21st century emerged as the second-largest economy globally. Particularly noteworthy was the
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rapid economic growth witnessed in the last decade. Concurrently, social shifts have lifted over 600 million people
out of poverty and fostered urbanization among half of China's population.

However, as is well-known, urbanization carries with it cultural globalization, a process that standardizes
socio-cultural aspects of life. Conversely, the reduction of rural populations, which often serve as the primary
custodians of cultural traditions, frequently results in the gradual erosion and loss of these traditions.

Nevertheless, contemporary Chinese society is actively seeking ways to organically integrate modernization
with the preservation of cultural heritage. Notably, the education system, particularly artistic education, plays a
pivotal role in safeguarding and transmitting the heritage of traditional culture to younger generations. This is
evident in scholarly investigations, including an analysis of the regulatory framework for aesthetic education in
China and its core element, artistic education [1], as well as discernible trends in the development of this educational
field within modern Chinese society [2].

Among other things, it has been observed that there is a trend in preserving the traditional national characteris-
tics of artistic education and aesthetic upbringing, aligned with socialist ideals with Chinese characteristics in the new
era [2, p. 159]. Contemporary artistic education and aesthetic upbringing in China are grounded in: 1) traditionnal
Chinese aesthetics; 2) traditional Chinese ethics; 3) a reinterpretation of the idea of holistic personal development,
encompassing moral, intellectual, physical, labor, and aesthetic aspects; as well as 4) modernization ideals stemming
from Deng Xiaoping and 5) Xi Jinping's ideas on socialism with Chinese characteristics for the new era [2, p. 159].

In recent years, traditional culture has gained increasing significance within Chinese school art programs.
This includes traditional crafts and techniques (such as ceramics, stone carving, wood engraving, woodblock
printing, weaving, embroidery, doll and mask making, New Year paintings, paper cutting, batik, festive lanterns,
and much more) aimed at enhancing students' interest in cultural heritage. Simultaneously, the popularity of
materials and production techniques in various crafts is closely intertwined with regional lifestyle peculiarities.
Familiarity with these aspects aids students in understanding the richness and diversity of regional cultures, their
symbolic and historical significance, as well as their genetic connection to the broader national culture [3].

It is worth noting that China is not unique in its quest to integrate tradition and modernity in the field of
education, particularly in arts education. For example, we can cite the work of Spanish researchers dedicated to
studying the readiness of future teachers to educate students based on traditional cultural heritage [4].

Equally fascinating is the Australian research on «Learning with Placey, an original and highly productive
approach known as Place-based Learning [5]. Here, Place is construed in an expansive context, encompassing not
only local artistic traditions but also domestic traditions, history, and even geography, natural sciences, and more.

Similar experiences are found in Ukraine. For nearly a quarter of a century, a unique program called «Culture
of Good Neighborliness» (CGN) has been developing and gaining new followers each year. The creators of CGN
define it as comprehensive and integrated because it consists of a program for preschool educational institutions,
twelve interconnected programs for general secondary education institutions, programs for educational hours,
programs for higher education institutions, and programs for parental involvement [6]. The CGN course has a
universal nationwide foundation, upon which each region develops its program based on local materials, including
geography information, data about local flora and fauna, the region's history and present-day status, and the role of
the region in Ukraine's development. Notably, the regional programs allocate a significant portion to local folklore
and the traditions of the ethnic groups residing in the area, encompassing their cultural heritage in a broad sense,
including ethical norms, values, hospitality traditions, and more. Therefore, the integrated CGN course is compre-
hensive, as it incorporates knowledge from axiology, botany, geography, source studies, ecology, ethics, ethnology,
zoology, history, conflict resolution, cultural studies, media education, art history, linguistics, health basics,
entrepreneurship, political science, religious studies, time management, technology, folklore studies, and more [7].

Based on the aforementioned, we have grounds to conclude that Chinese educators would benefit from
exploring the experience of their Ukrainian counterparts in integrating traditional cultural heritage into the education
of the younger generation. Conversely, Ukrainian pedagogical university lecturers could gain insights from Chinese
educators and educational programs regarding the preparation of future instructors in artistic disciplines.
