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Education is one of the key factors of development and expanding opportunities
for people. Due to education, there is active social, political and economic development
of the country. Every year, higher educational institutions in Ukraine produce a large
number of specialists ready to work for the development of their state.

Because of the full-scale attack of the Russian Federation on Ukraine in February
2022, students have faced difficulties during their education. In the conditions of a state
of war, forced changes in the form of the educational process occur.

As a result of the threat to their lives, hostilities, and temporary occupation of
certain territories, some participants of the educational process have been forced to
relocate within Ukraine or abroad. Many teachers and students still remain in temporarily
occupied territories and require special support from the state. Some educational
institutions have been even destroyed.

Organizing the educational process at wartime is a new challenge for both
educational institutions and teachers. It is important to organize the educational process
in a way that is as safe and comfortable as possible for both students and academic staff.
In these conditions, it is necessary to shift the focus from academic achievements to
supporting and normalizing the mental state of students [1; 2].

Studying in higher educational institutions at wartime has some specific features
that differ from learning at peace. These specific features are the following [1; 2]:
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1. Priority shift. It means that the conditions of war change the priorities of
learning. For example, at wartime, learning military tactics, shooting, and other military
skills become a priority.

2. Increased workload. It means that the conditions of war may require an increased
workload for students. This may include more self-study, additional educational events
regarding safety and protection etc.

3. Reduced access to resources. It means that the conditions of war may restrict
students’ access to educational resources such as books, computers and other technical
equipment.

4. Increased responsibility. It means that the conditions of war may require students
to be more responsible for their own learning. This may include more independence and
mobility of students.

Undoubtedly, an important component of the educational process is the verification
of completed assignments and the evaluation of learners’ achievements. In synchronous
mode, the teacher can conduct interviews with students, and in asynchronous mode, he
can also check the completion of individual and group assignments and conduct testing.
At wartime, it is important for all teachers to create a positive psychological climate in
classes, support and help students, help them in learning.

Therefore, education should contribute to the development of personality and
enable people to act with greater independence, sober judgment, critical thinking and
personal responsibility. The goal of education should be aimed at developing all aspects
of human potential, including memory, thinking, aesthetic taste, spiritual values, physical
abilities, and communication skills. Among other priorities, there is a healthy lifestyle,
including sports and proper rest, respect for person’s own culture, mastery of ethical and
moral norms and the ability to speak up and defend himself, as well as life resilience.
